· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··Nominations take place in·9·


·November.10·


· · · · · · · ·              SERGEANT DELEON:··Yeah.··Nominations are in11·


·November.12·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··And it takes place --13·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··The nominations are,14·


·yeah.15·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··So ...16·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··What's the Board's17·


·pleasure?18·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. MCKINNEY:··Well, the current rule have19·


·already -- and I don't have it pulled up in front of20·


·me -- but the current rule already has a process for21·


·nominations.··I don't know we need to do anything about22·


·other than agree on dates, correct?23·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··Yes.··The old rule is actually24·


·incorrect because we changed -- if anyone has a copy of25·
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·the old rule nominations, it's Section C.··And then 3(b)·1·


·spells out when the nominating period will begin.·2·


· · · · · · · ··               It's incorrect because we used to meet on·3·


·a Tuesday, the second Tuesday of every month and we've·4·


·now switched that to Wednesdays.··So it used to read for·5·


·subsequent years, the nomination period will begin on a·6·


·Tuesday of the November Board meeting and will end on·7·


·the Friday of the same week which is no longer our·8·


·practice.··So in the proposed change, we changed that to·9·


·nomination period will be Monday through Friday on the10·


·week of the November Board meeting.11·


· · · · · · · ··               And doesn't it matter -- "spacially",12·


·it's impossible to comply with the rules as written13·


·because we no longer meet on that Tuesday in14·

· · · · · · · ·              MR. MCKINNEY:··(Inaudible.)25·
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· · · · · · · ·              HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:··I see what you're --·1·


·where you're getting at, Counsel McKinney.·2·


· · · · · · · ··               Judge Rodriguez.··I move to table this to·3·


·next month and we can re-notice on the same rules.·4·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··Well, we -- if -- I'm sorry.·5·


· · · · · · · ··               But if you want to see if there's a·6·


·second, Glenn.··I would just comment that we have to·7·


·have some --·8·


· · · · · · · ··               My comment would be we need to change·9·


·something about that single nomination part before that10·


·November period starts such as my proposal.11·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. MCKINNEY:··Hey, Mike, I've got that12·


·section pulled up in front of -- I've got the rule13·


·pulled up.14·


· · · · · · · ··               Which rule is it so I can -- it's 25 ...15·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··Sure.··It's 25 (c)(3)(b).16·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. MCKINNEY:··Okay.17·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. OSBORNE:··Chair, (inaudible.)18·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. MCKINNEY:··I move --19·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Wait a minute.20·


·Excuse me.··Someone was addressing the Chair?21·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. OSBORNE:··Yes, sir.··I believe you have22·


·a motion on the floor.23·


· · · · · · · ··               Did it ever receive a second?24·

· · · · · · · ·              MR. MCKINNEY:··We used to have our meetings·5·


·on Tuesdays.·6·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. OSBORNE:··But --·7·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. MCKINNEY:··Because the meetings used to·8·


·be on Tuesdays.·9·


· · · · · · · ·              HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:··So I was looking to10·


·renew -- this is Judge Rodriguez.11·


· · · · · · · ··               I would like renew my motion with a12·


·comment.··It seems that we could have a few more -- a13·


·little more time to familiarize ourselves with the14·


·myriad of changes that are being proposed and that would15·


·serve our purpose by tabling it to next month and that16·


·is the reason I'm bringing my motion and place it on the17·


·table at this time.18·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··I have a motion on19·

·then get into discussion?·2·

·under this rule without having to change anything and20·


·then we can think of the -- what other changes make the21·


·Rule 25 at the November meeting.22·


· · · · · · · ··               And I like Mike's proposal other than the23·


·-- something in there about how the election will be24·


·conducted.··We, perhaps, maybe try and figure out some25·
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·other ways to address that in November when we meet.·1·


·We'll still have --·2·

·two days after the November meeting.··So we're going to·4·

· · · · · · · ·              HONORABLE SCOTT:··I do have a question.10·


· · · · · · · ··               So I'm looking at everything so I'm kind11·


·of new here.··And I realize somebody went through great12·


·lengths to come up with these changes and I'm assuming13·


·that there was a reason why they did this.14·


· · · · · · · ··               But the question that I really have these15·


·meetings with a lot of the bonds being --16·


· · · · · · · ··               The meetings have been very long so we do17·


·understand that, you know.··We're not, you know -- we18·


·don't determine what that agenda is so the agenda is a19·


·pretty full agenda.··We are also going to have to deal20·


·with this issue at that time because there will be no --21·


·no room to pass on it at that time.22·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. OSBORNE:··Judge, I think you and I --23·


·this is Dylan Osborne.24·


· · · · · · · ··               I think maybe we are hitting on the same25·
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·page here.·1·


· · · · · · · ··               Chair, what would out of -- out of the·2·


·question for us to have a special called meeting to·3·


·finish these rules?··We have kicked this down the road·4·


·now for five or six -- seven months it seems like.·5·


· · · · · · · ··               Because at the end of every meeting, you·6·


·know, we've had an hour -- a hour and a half long·7·


·meeting.··We -- none of us seem to want to spend a lot·8·


·of time on the phone arguing over these rules but at·9·


·some point, we've got to get this wrapped up.10·


· · · · · · · ··               Would anyone else object to a special11·


·called meeting just on the rules?12·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··I know that we can13·


·have a special called meeting for other issues involving14·


·the licenses.15·


· · · · · · · ··               Tommy Ramsey, can we do that, for just16·


·discussion of the Bail Bond Board rules?17·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. RAMSEY:··I don't see any issue with18·


·having specially called meetings for discussion of the19·


·rules or frankly, any -- any action that the Board would20·


·take.21·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. OSBORNE:··Now --22·


· · · · · · · ·              HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:··I learned this23·


·morning that that's what we've been doing -- not to get24·


·too far off into the weeds and that we have a motion and25·
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·second on the floor.·1·


· · · · · · · ··               But we're essentially having the meeting·2·


·right after our Bail Bond Board meeting for convenience.·3·


·So there are two purposes at the same time.·4·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. OSBORNE:··See --·5·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··This is Michael Butera from --·6·


·go ahead, Dylan.··I'm sorry.·7·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. OSBORNE:··I was going to say, no, I·8·


·completely understand that not everybody may, you know,·9·


·may have the time or want to commit to a -- to another10·


·meeting.··I get that because it may not be convenient so11·


·I may be in the minority here.12·


· · · · · · · ··               But it just seems like after our regular13·


·meeting nobody really wants to spend the time to really14·


·dig into these rules.··And it's difficult on the phone,15·

· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··Michael Butera.··Glenn, if I20·


·can.··I would just encourage everyone.··We've had months21·


·now to try get the Zoom thing going.··It's not that22·


·difficult for Members who aren't on Zoom.··It's really23·


·quite easy to set it up on a mobile device, on an iPad,24·


·on a laptop, on anything that has a camera.··It really25·
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·helps when we can see each other and see who wants to·1·


·talk.··And I would just encourage everyone who's not on·2·


·Zoom to maybe give it a try.··It's well worth it.·3·


· · · · · · · ··               As far as when we discuss the rules, it·4·


·doesn't matter to me so the Board's pleasure.··It's on·5·


·the agenda.··We're already at the meeting.··It's nice·6·


·that there is, you know, bail bondsmen who can also·7·


·attend and weigh in and have their public comment period·8·


·for rules that we're proposing and --·9·


· · · · · · · ··               But if the Board doesn't want to have it10·


·at the regularly scheduled time, then we might do a11·


·special meeting to do everything we can who is available12·

· · · · · · · ·              HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:··Glenn, I need to call15·

·now, but if we could quickly look at the actually text22·


·of the rule part by part, we come to an agreement that23·


·nothing about this (inaudible.) because of time issues,24·


·then I would switch my vote a "yes" to table to give25·
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·everyone more time to take a very quick look at it.·1·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··So your vote is no.·2·


·That means we have a 2 to 2.·3·


· · · · · · · ··               And Mr. McKinney, what is your vote?·4·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. MCKINNEY:··I'm going to take the same·5·


·position that I'm voting no initially but I may very·6·


·well change my vote after we talk some more.·7·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Well, the motion is·8·


·on the table.··And with a vote at 3 to 2, the motion·9·


·fails.··So ...10·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··Glenn, what -- I apologize.11·


·This is Michael Butera.··So just to expedite -- because12·


·it's not my goal to keep everyone on the call for longer13·


·than we need.14·


· · · · · · · ··               If we could quickly go like I suggested15·


·in the beginning just to A, B, C, D, et cetera, to give16·


·everyone else to glance at the rule, see if there's17·


·anything that we think absolutely must be changed by the18·


·November meeting, then perhaps after we go through it in19·


·a few minute, we could have -- someone would make a20·


·similar motion and we would be okay with that.21·


· · · · · · · ·              HONORABLE SCOTT:··Can I make a suggestion?22·


· · · · · · · ··               Since you actually had went through the23·


·trouble of making the changes -- I mean, I've look at it24·


·and I kind of compared it to the last one.··There are25·
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·some changes, but I don't really see major changes.··So·1·


·if you could --·2·


· · · · · · · ··               Could you go through it and just -- I·3·


·guess highlight each section quickly.··I think that may·4·


·satisfy everyone.·5·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··Certainly, Judge.··I'd be glad·6·


·to do that if everyone would be okay with that.·7·


· · · · · · · ··               As to A., there's no substantive changes.·8·


·Those are just verbal changes to make it easier to refer·9·


·to those two reps as the rule goes on as quote/unquote10·


·surety rep and just says attorney representative.11·


·There's no substantive changes to A.··It's just12·


·linguistic changes.13·


· · · · · · · ··               As to B., I actually don't see any14·


·changes at all there.··We just did stylistically make15·


·sure that we continued to refer to the Harris County16·


·Sheriff's Office Bonding Division.··Again, a very minor17·


·verbal change -- there are no substantive changes.18·


· · · · · · · ··               C., is where we started to look at making19·


·a more substantive change.··C(1) in the old rule, allow20·


·the Sheriff's Office to post a procedure on the Harris21·


·County Bail Bond Board's web site for conducting the22·


·nominations.··That's reflected in C(1) in the proposed23·


·change.24·


· · · · · ·          We cleaned up No. 3 to get rid of A, you know.25·
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·It was referring back to when this rule was originally·1·


·written in 2015.··And then we cleaned up B -- although I·2·


·did hear Troy's comment.··I don't necessarily disagree·3·


·with him.··We cleaned up 3 -- or excuse me -- C(3) to·4·


·reflect that the nomination period would be the Monday·5·


·through Friday, the week of the November Board meeting.·6·


· · · · · · · ··               But I do see that -- I think in light of·7·


·reading it, 3(b) might be okay as it stands.··We know --·8·


·because when we wrote this rule, we thought it would·9·


·start on the Tuesday of the Board meeting.··But if you10·


·read it, divorced from that, it probably still works11·


·without an amendment if we had to do that.12·


· · · · · · · ··               For voter eligibility -- sorry.··I think13·


·there was a question or comment.14·


· · · · · · · ··               Okay.··Sorry about that.15·


· · · · · · · ··               So voter eligible on D., those are just16·


·some linguistic cleanups, that weird phrase that we had17·


·copied from the Occupations Code.··We just simplified18·


·that to, you know, the reference that we made in Number19·


·1.20·


· · · · · · · ··               A point that I just want to point out in21·


·D(2) that we're going to need to consider at some point22·


·is depending on how we have the election, the old rule23·


·requires the attorney to show a physical copy of their24·


·State of Texas bar card.25·
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· · · · · · · ··               We thought depending on if it was a·1·


·physical election or a -- if we're going to do the·2·


·election some other way, maybe they could provide their·3·


·bar number -- but that's for the Board to discuss and·4·


·decide.·5·


· · · · · · · ··               D., is where we make some changes.··E.,·6·


·in the old rule laid out -- I hear what Troy is saying.·7·


·These are just thoughts but it is good to have in the·8·


·rule how the actual election will take place.··Our idea·9·


·when we changed D., initially is just to reflect the10·


·fact that under C., for nominations, the Sheriff's11·


·Office couldn't decide how they were going to conduct it12·


·and then post it on the web site.13·


· · · · · · · ··               But as you see in the old rule E,14·


·attorney says the 2017 election will take place as15·


·follows but then it doesn't specify how the 2018, '19 or16·


·'20 elections are going to take place because we never17·


·revisited that rule after Hurricane Harvey.18·


· · · · · · · ··               In light of seeing that, we thought19·


·wouldn't it be nice if the Sheriff's Office could post20·


·their elections -- what did we say -- post the, you21·


·know, the times, the manner of the election, et cetera,22·


·on the web site as they would nominations.··I hear23·


·Troy's point, though, that maybe that's not a good idea24·


·to leave that out of the rules and solely leave it up to25·
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·the Sheriff's Office.·1·


· · · · · · · ··               Troy, you're actually on mute.·2·


· · · · · · · ··               Troy, I see you talking but you're still·3·


·on mute, sorry.·4·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. MCKINNEY:··Sorry.··(Inaudible.), I·5·


·didn't have the screen up so it wasn't working.·6·


· · · · · · · ··               Looking at your E(1), I think if we added·7·


·a clause at the end of that said "as periodically·8·


·approved by the Bail Bond Board" or " is periodically·9·


·provided by the Bail Bond Board", something like that,10·


·that I think that -- I think that addresses my concerns.11·


·And this is a rule that the Board will approve whatever12·


·is going to happen with the election as far as time and13·


·place -- time and place at least.··And we've14·


·traditionally had done that on an annual basis.15·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··I think that's a good idea.16·


·And like you said, it's not that we don't trust the17·


·Sheriff's Office but the Board does want oversight to18·


·make sure that the election is happening properly.··And19·


·if we had something like that added to it, that would be20·


·a good idea.··As far as F and G, there are no changes21·


·there other than simple verbal tweaks.22·


· · · · · · · ··               Having gone through that -- just quickly23·


·from my own sake.··We wrote the rules ourselves -- and24·


·when I say "we", I mean the District Attorney's Office.25·
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·And it is very valuable to have input from all the Board·1·


·Members.·2·


· · · · · · · ··               So I think Judge Rodriguez's idea is a·3·


·good one, to give everyone time to digest and look at·4·


·the rules.··Proposed changes, there's a lot of little·5·


·tweaks that may not be substantive.··There may be·6·


·something that we missed that -- that needs to be·7·


·rethought and reconsidered.··So if we want to delay, I'm·8·


·okay with that.·9·


· · · · · · · ··               I just wanted to go through as a Board10·


·and make sure rule by rule that we would be okay and not11·


·miss a major deadline by hunting on this in our October12·


·meeting.··I think with Troy's input regarding C(3)(b),13·


·that rule probably reads fine as it is, to go ahead and14·


·continue the nominations as it's written.15·


· · · · · · · ··               So sorry to take the Board's time for16·


·that, but I think maybe if we would take this proposal,17·


·digest it for a while, come back next month, everyone18·


·will be, you know -- maybe have some thoughts about what19·


·we could change.20·


· · · · · · · ··               So I would point out to the Sheriff's21·


·Office there is a document posted there about22·


·nominations, but it's dated a year ago.··So it would be23·


·great to review that to see what it says without the24·


·nominations and how you guys are going to accept those.25·

· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Judge Rodriguez ...14·


· · · · · · · ·              HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:··I was on mute.15·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Okay.16·


· · · · · · · ·              HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:··Yes.··I would like17·


·to --18·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··You're making another19·


·motion to table.20·


· · · · · · · ·              HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:··I motion to table to21·


·next month, yes.22·

· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··We're discussing Agenda Item18·


·No. 12 with sufficient consideration, discussion and19·


·action regarding Local Rule 25 to prepare for the20·


·upcoming Bail Bond Board election?21·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Yeah.22·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. MCKINNEY:··I --23·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··We don't --24·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. MCKINNEY:··If I asked about whether it25·
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·is -- it was sufficient to give us --·1·


· · · · · · · ··               I think it's better if it says, "to·2·


·consider amending" or "amending these issues" or·3·


·"adopting a new Rule 25".··The --·4·


· · · · · · · ··               I mean, I think somebody reading that·5·


·would not -- the way it's written in 12 on this meeting·6·


·would not necessarily know that we were considering·7·


·amending the rule rather than just taking action in·8·


·relation to the existing rule.·9·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Okay.··We can10·


·certainly do that and we will put it on the next month's11·


·agenda --12·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. MCKINNEY:··This is me being a --13·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··-- in that fashion.14·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. MCKINNEY:··-- better-safe-than-sorry15·


·lawyer.16·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Pardon me?17·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. MCKINNEY:··This is me being a18·


·better-safe-than-sorry lawyer.19·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··I hear you.20·


· · · · · · · ··               Okay.··Now, the other thing is we, you21·


·know --22·


· · · · · · · ··               Last month, we had a very lively23·


·discussion about returning of fees; and Mr. Butera, I24·


·think you were going to draw something up.··I don't see25·
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·anything.·1·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··Again, we worked hard on·2·


·coming up with an example rule and it is far more·3·


·difficult and complex.··I would love input from --·4·


· · · · · · · ··               It's hard to show up to the meeting and·5·


·have thought through all these issues and then everyone·6·


·says, well, this is what's wrong, this is what's wrong.·7·


·That's the nature of process.··I get it.·8·


· · · · · · · ··               But you know, we did come up with a·9·


·draft.··I thought it best to prioritized the election10·


·rules because I thought it was really going to be a11·


·sticking point before the next election and there were12·


·things we needed to change.13·


· · · · · · · ··               Honestly, I don't have a rule.··I have14·


·dozens of questions or maybe dozens of questions about15·


·that rule without any actually text to propose that we16·


·would need to talk through to see where we would want to17·


·go with that.18·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Okay.··There are a19·


·number of sureties on the line right now, I do believe,20·


·that would be prepared to give you any discussions that21·


·you'd like to have on that, if you're -- if you want to22·


·hear them.23·


· · · · · · · ·              SERGEANT DELEON:··Can you do that if it's24·


·not on the agenda?··Or do we have to have an agenda item25·
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·in order to speak of it or are we going to 13 and·1·


·talking about redline changes?··Are we on 13 already?·2·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Um ... yes.·3·


· · · · · · · ·              SERGEANT DELEON:··So it's --·4·


· · · · · · · ··               So going back to -- right.··I mean, it's·5·


·not on the agenda.·6·


· · · · · · · ··               Can we talk about something that's not on·7·


·the agenda in that manner, Tommy?··I mean, if we·8·


·can't, that's fine.·9·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Tom Ramsey ...10·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. RAMSEY:··Yeah.··I'm here.··What --11·


· · · · · · · ··               What's the issue that we're --12·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Last month, there was13·


·a lot of discussion about the return of fees and14·


·different timeframes and different opinions and15·


·Mr. Butera was going to come up with some kind of a16·


·draft but this is a far more complex and in-depth17·


·thought process than anyone would ever know, I'm sure.18·


· · · · · · · ··               And so we don't have that in front of us19·


·and it's not on any of the printed material and it would20·


·be a new rule.··There's nothing in the rules about that.21·


· · · · · · · ··               Can we discuss that or do we need to22·


·bypass that at this time?23·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. RAMSEY:··Oh, (inaudible.)··I see what24·


·you're talking about.25·
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· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Because there's·1·


·nothing in writing and there's nothing in the current·2·


·rules.··And so I think that the Sergeant is actually·3·


·probably right.··Since there's nothing in the current·4·


·rules and there's nothing proposed and it's not on the·5·


·agenda, I would -- my opinion would be that we really·6·


·can't discuss this at this time.·7·

· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··(Inaudible.), okay.23·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··Just a matter of time, I24·


·thought it was important to consider something that was,25·
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·you know, facing us in the next month or so.·1·

·asked, we worked on the rule.··I have a lot of notes·3·


·about questions that will require Board Member input,·4·


·surety input and it's impossible to come up with a·5·

· · · · · · · ·              MR. MCKINNEY:··I think it would be a good·8·


·idea to have a specific item, agenda item next time for·9·


·discussion relating to a proposed new rule regarding10·


·refund of bonding fees or something like that so that we11·


·don't have any issues with it.12·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··I agree with that.13·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··All right then.··Then14·


·going on to the last item on our agenda.15·


· · · · · · · ··               Number 13, Local Rule's workgroup meeting16·


·will begin follow the conclusion of the regular meeting17·


·to to Bail Bond Board to discuss changes and updates on18·


·Sections 25 through 26 -- which is what we've talked19·


·about.··Rules and forms to discuss and20·


·consider previously considered changes Section 121·


·through 25 -- which takes us to the Harris County Bail22·


·Bond Board Local Rules which has been supplied to us by23·


·Mr. Butera with the changes in red or X-ed -- outlined24·


·out and with comments in yellow.25·
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· · · · · · · ··               I have looked over this and up until we·1·


·get to page 6, I don't have a problem with it.·2·


· · · · · · · ··               Is there anyone that has anything to say·3·


·in the previous pages 1 through 5?·4·


· · · · · · · ·              MS. VILLARREAL:··Yes.··Irene Villarreal·5·


·here.··Can y'all hear me?·6·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Yes, ma'am.·7·


· · · · · · · ·              MS. VILLARREAL:··From Amigos Bonding.··I·8·


·have a question in particular on page 2, Item 5.·9·


· · · · · · · ··               The question that I have is:··How will10·


·the timing now ascertain the value of property?11·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··I mean -- this is Michael12·


·Butera.13·


· · · · · · · ··               Can I ask you:··Do you mean 5 that it's14·


·struck out as the old rule --15·


· · · · · · · ·              MS. VILLARREAL:··Yes.16·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··Or the renumbered 5 that was17·


·Rule Number 6?18·


· · · · · · · ·              MS. VILLARREAL:··I'm looking at No. 5 where19·


·everything's been struck out.20·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··Okay.··I think the answer to21·


·that -- I don't know.··Maybe other Board Members can22·


·weigh in.23·


· · · · · · · ··               The County has always ascertained the24·


·value of property including the Occupations Code which25·
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·is to say it can be two ways even by the value from the·1·


·appraisal district or the value from a certified·2·


·appraiser.··There's a lot of troublesome language in·3·


·Section 5 that the Board cannot actually require and so·4·


·that's why that rule was struck.··And I think it goes·5·


·beyond what the Occupations Code allows and the·6·


·Occupations Code is clear how the appraisal value for·7·


·property is established.·8·


· · · · · · · ·              MS. VILLARREAL:··So it'll be the continued·9·


·use of a certified real estate appraiser?10·


· · · · · · · ·              SERGEANT DELEON:··No.··So it's written in11·


·there -- to go to Michael's point, Irene.··It's written12·


·in there on the timeframe also of the appraisal.13·


· · · · · · · ··               But yes, if you have a certified14·


·appraisal and it meets the timeframe requirement written15·


·in 1704 -- and it escapes me right now.··It's a few16·


·months, but I'm not specific on the exact timeframe.17·


· · · · · · · ··               Michael, are you ...18·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··Not off the top of my head,19·


·sorry, sorry.20·


· · · · · · · ·              SERGEANT DELEON:··Yeah, right.··But there's21·


·a timeframe in there, Irene.··So it's either using HCAD22·


·or an appraisal from -- within -- that falls within the23·


·timeframe written in 1704.24·


· · · · · · · ·              MS. VILLARREAL:··Okay.··All right.··Thank25·
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·you for that answer.·1·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··The thing of it is,·2·


·is before you up needed a certified appraiser, a Member·3·


·of the Appraisers Institute, MAI or Society of Real·4·


·Estate Appraisers, those have been struck out.·5·


· · · · · · · ··               That's No ...·6·


· · · · · · · ·              MS. VILLARREAL:··No. 5.·7·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Number E on page 3.·8·


· · · · · · · ·              SERGEANT DELEON.··Right.··And I think to·9·


·Mike's --10·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··This is -- sorry, Sarge.··Go11·


·ahead.12·


· · · · · · · ·              SERGEANT DELEON:··Well, no.··I don't want13·


·to speak for you but go ahead, Mike.14·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··No.··I was going to point out15·


·that that's -- that's partially right.··Glenn, you're16·


·absolutely right on old Rule 6.··Renumbered Rule 5(e)17·


·has been struck but it's also in the text of Rule 5.18·


·The old Rule 5, that language was there.19·


· · · · · · · ··               The Board doesn't have the ability to20·


·demand that the appraiser be certified by this or that21·


·organization.··I think it goes beyond what the22·


·Occupations Code said and so that's why we tweaked those23·


·sections, if I remember correctly.24·


· · · · · · · ·              MS. VILLARREAL:··So that's why I had a25·
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·question about it because I see all these lines like·1·


·this would be deleted under 5 and then also as to Rule·2·


·29 under -- under E.··So I just wonder well, if we're·3·


·not using a certified real estate appraiser, then what·4·


·will we need to use.·5·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··Irene, but --·6·


· · · · · · · ·              MS. VILLARREAL:··But you're saying --·7·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··A strike-through means that·8·


·the Board has proposed that it be deleted.··These are·9·


·not final changes.··These are for discussion like we're10·


·having now.··But a strike-through means that someone11·


·along the way in our discussion proposed deleting it.12·


·An underline means that it was not there before, it has13·


·now been added.··So that's -- I think you're reading14·


·that correctly.15·


· · · · · · · ··               But the Occupations Code covers how the16·


·appraisal needs to be done and how it -- what the Board17·


·can require for appraisal purposes and nothing about18·


·that has changed.19·


· · · · · · · ·              MS. VILLARREAL:··Okay.··All right.··Thank20·


·you.··Thank you for the answer.21·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··Yes, ma'am.22·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Anybody have anything23·


·on page 4?··Page 5?··Page 6?24·


· · · · · · · ·              I have an issue here.··Page 6, Rule 18:25·
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·"No bond shall be accepted by the Sheriff from a·1·


·bondsman, bonding company or a surety company for the·2·


·release of a defendant who has been changed for an·3·


·offense committed in Harris County unless the surety is·4·


·duly licensed under the authority of the Board.··This·5·


·does not apply to the defendants in the Harris County·6·


·jail who will be tried only in courts other than Harris·7·


·County."·8·


· · · · · · · ··               That has been struck out which would mean·9·


·that any bondsman in the State of Texas -- including the10·


·brother-in-law, a sheriff in "Polky" County whose11·


·just -- these sheriff says okay, you can write bonds.12·


·He can come in here and post a bond or a Harris County13·


·bond.··And this had been a problem.··And in the past, it14·


·had been determined that you can -- in order to post a15·


·Harris County bond with a defendant in Harris County,16·


·you had to be a licensed Harris County agent just like17·


·in other counties.18·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. GARZA:··This is Mario Garza.19·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Speak up, Mario.20·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. GARZA:··Just to follow up with Glenn.21·


·Is this --22·


· · · · · · · ··               Removing that kind of thing -- removing23·


·that No. 18, would that be a clearance of almost24·


·operating like a non-Board county?25·
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· · · · · · · ·              MR. RAMSEY:··Tommy Ramsey.··I don't mean to·1·


·cut in.··And you know, if I recall, 18 was removed·2·


·because it simply restates the law.·3·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. GARZA:··Oh, the statute?·4·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··The law doesn't say·5·


·anything about that to my knowledge.·6·


· · · · · · · ·              Mike Butera, do you know anything in 1704·7·


·or Ken Good or Roger Moore?·8·


· · · · · · · ·              SERGEANT DELEON:··There's 10 --·9·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··This is Michael Butera.10·


·Sorry, Dylan.··I didn't mean to cut you off.··I11·


·apologize.12·


· · · · · · · ·              SERGEANT DELEON:··I'm sorry.··This is13·


·Sergeant DeLeon.··And --14·


· · · · · · · ··               But I thought 105 Licensed Bail Bonds15·


·Surety List was one of the reasons that we struck it,16·


·but I could be wrong.17·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··Yes.··So I would have to go18·


·back through our notes.··We kept notes after every19·


·meeting of what we changed and tried to write down why20·


·or what the various comments were or --21·


· · · · · · · ··               My remembrance is -- although I don't22·


·want to say for certain without reviewing our notes --23·


·is that the 18 duplicates content that is already in the24·


·Occupations Code but I can't off the top of my head25·
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·point you to the section.··And again, these revisions·1·


·are for further discussions.··That's certainly what·2·


·we're doing here.··That's good.·3·


· · · · · · · ··               If we need to relook at and reconsider so·4·


·we can make a note on No. 18 to make sure -- I'm getting·5·


·a message that maybe it's in 1704.201 of the Occupations·6·


·Code so let me check that.··But certainly getting more·7·


·input and continuing to review and revise is what the·8·


·purpose of this redline version is so ...·9·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··So we better review10·


·that.11·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··It's smart to double check.12·


·I'm looking at 201 now··--13·


· · · · · · · ·              SERGEANT DELEON:··It's in there.··Yeah,14·


·you're right, Mike.15·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··So it looks like 201 does16·


·cover the situation because, "The sheriff shall accept17·


·or approve a bail bond executed by a license holder in18·


·the county in which the license holder is licensed if,"19·


·and then goes on to spell out the situation.20·


· · · · · · · ··               But I think it's duplicating 201 but we21·


·can look at that very closely to make sure.··And I would22·


·ask y'all to look at it as well and tell us whether you23·


·agree or disagree with that.24·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Okay.··Anyone else25·
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·have anything on page 6?··Page 7?·1·


· · · · · · · ··               I looked at this and under the new 13,·2·


·identification cards, the No. B(4) and the date of 26·3·


·August '73 was for people who were going to be sureties·4·


·which still stands and that's in the statutes.··However,·5·


·if an individual has committed one of the offenses of·6·


·moral turpitude -- if they have not committed an offense·7·


·within the last ten years -- they're eligible.··But if·8·


·they have committed an offense within the last ten·9·


·years, then they're not.10·


· · · · · · · ··               Is that not correct, Sergeant?11·


· · · · · · · ·              SERGEANT DELEON:··Again, that's -- are you12·


·--··you're -- you're quoting statute then.··Because13·


·that's in the --14·


· · · · · · · ··               That's in the statute as well.··And15·


·without doing a little of research on which section it16·


·is -- but yeah, that's in there as well.17·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··Yeah.··Glenn, I think our note18·


·at the end of Number 4 was meant to point out that if19·


·there are different statutes dealing with the20·


·requirements for sureties on one hand and those who are21·


·going to be employees of a bonding company on the other,22·


·with the 1704153 being sureties and 1704302(c) being23·


·employees, I believe.24·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Okay.25·
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· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··And therefore, we thought --·1·


· · · · · · · ··               And again, it's good to read through all·2·


·of this to double check and make sure before --·3·


· · · · · · · ··               I'll just say for everyone's benefit.··I·4·


·hope this is not our final pass-through with the rules·5·


·with the idea of taking a vote at the end of this·6·


·because I'm certainly not ready to do that.·7·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··I agree.·8·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··It's good to go back and·9·


·glance at those things and repropose those questions.10·


·So we can take a closer look at that as well.11·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Okay.··Anyone else12·


·have any issues?13·


· · · · · · · ··               The next issue that I had marked was on14·


·page 9.··And we had discussed last month about the ID15·


·cards expiring with the license.16·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··Effective -- this is Michael17·


·Butera, just for the record.18·


· · · · · · · ··               Is that the fee question, Glenn, or is19·


·that --20·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··It's not a fee21·


·question.22·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··Okay.23·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··That's in the next24·


·section.··And I think there's some AG opinions in25·
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·regarding that.··But this is about the expiration of our·1·


·ID cards.··And every time you got your license renewed,·2·


·you would have to get all of your people who have ID·3·


·cards to go down and reapply.·4·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··You're talking about·5·


·Subsection F and -- is that correct?·6·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Yes, that's correct.·7·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··So the old rule read that the·8·


·license -- or excuse me -- the ID card would expire on·9·


·the same date the license expired and had to be renewed.10·


·The new rule proposal reads that they will be issued11·


·upon approval of the associated licensee's renewal.12·


· · · · · · · ··               So both the old rule and the new proposal13·


·require renewal process for ID cards.14·


· · · · · · · ··               Tell me what you're -- what you're seeing15·


·about that.16·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··It's --17·


· · · · · · · ··               The difficulty is the people who you have18·


·that have ID cards, runners -- and I -- we all have19·


·several runners that take bonds because they have lives20·


·and they're out of town or they're sick or whatever.21·


·And every time that you renew your license, you're going22·


·to have to send all of those runners down with new23·


·applications to get a new ID card.24·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··Wasn't that what was happening25·
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·under the old review?··Or probably --·1·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··No.·2·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··-- been happening as the old·3·


·rule read --·4·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··No.·5·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··-- but been happening for --·6·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Once you entered --·7·


·issued an ID card, that card was with that license for·8·


·the duration of the license.·9·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··Well, I'd ask you to read the10·


·old rule.··It says:··"An ID cards issued under this11·


·local rule shall expire on the same date the license12·


·that it is associated with expires and may not be13·


·renewed without actual issuance for periods of 24 months14·


·running with the relevant license," blah, blah, blah.15·


· · · · · · · ··               So clearly the rule was written --16·


·whether we want to do it or not.··I'm not --17·


· · · · · · · ··               But clearly the rule was written with the18·


·intent that the ID cards would actually expire.··Whether19·


·or not that was happening or not, I can't say; but20·


·that's how the rule was written.21·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··I can say from22·


·experience -- and I'm you telling that that's not the23·


·reality of it.··The reality of it was when you --24·


· · · · · · · ··               A person was issued an ID card until that25·
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·ID card was turned in or until you wrote an email or a·1·


·letter to the Sheriff's Department, that ID card stayed·2·


·valid with the -- throughout the license.·3·


· · · · · · · ··               And I do recognize what you're saying;·4·


·but again, that's why we're focussing on all these rules·5·


·because they are a hundred years old and the test of·6·


·time is what is the common usage today.·7·


· · · · · · · ··               And if we're wanting to actually change·8·


·this and make it like this, we have to understand what·9·


·the reality is going to be with 83 licenses.··Whenever10·


·they renew, they're going have to be all sending their11·


·people down to get new ID cards.··There are a number of12·


·bondsmen on the line.··This is not just my opinion.13·


· · · · · · · ··               Does anyone else -- any other bondsman14·


·out there have something to say?15·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. GARZA:··This is Mario Garza.··I have a16·


·question.··And this is just to kind of help with the --17·


·with the issue, such questions to maybe think about.18·


· · · · · · · ··               Technically, if the license doesn't19·


·lapse, did it expire?20·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Yes.21·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. GARZA:··If the license is renewed22·


·before it expires, does it -- is it just a continuation?23·


· · · · · · · ··               Because we're using the same license24·


·number.··We're not being issued a new -- we're not --25·
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· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··That's actually a·1·


·good question, Mario.·2·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. GARZA:··So I'm just saying if it·3·


·doesn't -- unless it lapse -- which it would be·4·


·understandable.·5·


· · · · · · · ··               For instance, if a bondsman missed their·6·


·hearing or didn't show up and the license expired, then·7·


·technically, yeah, you could see where they have to·8·


·reapply for everything, even the runners and all of·9·


·that.10·


· · · · · · · ··               But if technically, the license didn't11·


·lapse at all because it was renewed before it expired12·


·and there was no ...13·

            6                 That was included in our packet.  And I



            7  looked it over.  And except for renumbering it, I don't



            8  see any changes made or contemplated.



            9                MR. BUTERA:  Glenn, this is Michael Butera.



           10  If I can just very quickly.



           11                 So we sent out a couple of things the



           12  Sheriff's Office helped us distribute as part of the



           13  packet.  There's a redline version of the rules because



           14  we just wanted to update the Board on, of course, all of



           15  the work that we've done thus far.  That's a 12-page



           16  PDF.



           17                 Rule 25 on page 10, unfortunately the "2"



           18  cut off before the "5" so that's what you may be



           19  referring to by renumbering.  That was unintentional.



           20  That's a clean copy of the rules which what's been



           21  discussed so far because Rule 25 hasn't been discussed



           22  yet.  Today, we've got to make some changes to it.



           23                 But what we did do just proactively to



           24  try to give anyone a head start was take a look at



           25  Rule 25.  Because we've got to come up with some Rule 25
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            1  changes at this meeting in order to have those changes



            2  passed in time for the election this year.  So we also



            3  sent out a single word document entitled "Election Rule



            4  25 Proposed Drafts 2", is what it looks like.  And



            5  Leslie sent that out this morning just to try to get the



            6  discussion started on Rule 25.



            7                 I hope everyone got that just so we can



            8  talk about it.



            9                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  You know ...



           10                MR. BUTERA:  Glenn, if you didn't, for some



           11  reason, I can send you it to right now but Leslie sent



           12  it this morning.



           13                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  I can look it up here



           14  in just one second.  And I thought I looked at it, and I



           15  didn't see any changes.  This is called Item --



           16                 This is C 12, Election Rule 25, Election



           17  of Certain Bail Bond Board Members.  And it starts off



           18  at the top, 25, but I don't see any suggested changes or



           19  additions.



           20                MR. BUTERA:  It's not a redline version,



           21  Glenn, because we changed -- there was so many massive



           22  changes that it would have just been a mess to do it



           23  that way.  My suggest would be -- of course, however the



           24  Board wants to do it is fine.



           25                 But we take side-by-side the existing
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            1  Rule 25 and maybe just do a proposed draft as a starting



            2  point for discussion and see if those changes are, you



            3  know, good enough for the Board or if there are



            4  certainly input from other Members about what they think



            5  is a better idea.



            6                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  I did not give a



            7  draft.



            8                MR. BUTERA:  Okay.



            9                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  A proposed draft.



           10                MR. BUTERA:  I'll send it to you right now,



           11  Glenn.



           12                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.



           13                MR. BUTERA:  Was there anyone else on the



           14  Board who needed it?



           15                 I can certainly distribute that as we



           16  need to.



           17                MS. KASE:  You know, I got the -- what was



           18  Election Rule 25-Proposed Draft-2, the PDF but I don't



           19  really see a lot of changes from this -- for that.



           20                MR. BUTERA:  I've got (inaudible.)  There's



           21  been a ton of changes there.  So we can --



           22                 If y'all want to go through it, we could



           23  talk about what those are and I can point out what we



           24  changed item by item.



           25                MS. KASE:  Yeah.  I'm just wondering -- I'm
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            1  sorry -- but it's the wrong document with PDF and sent



            2  out as the proposed draft.



            3                 MR. BUTERA:  I think when you --



            4                 I think you do have the right one,



            5  Kathryn.  If it starts out --



            6                 The first change is in A-1 where it



            7  should show "surety representative dash".  If yours



            8  starts out like that, then you have the proposed



            9  changes.



           10                MS. KASE:  Oh, okay, okay.



           11                MR. BUTERA:  And Glenn, I'm getting this to



           12  you as quickly as I can.



           13                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  I'm sitting here



           14  waiting with baby breath.



           15                MR. BUTERA:  All right.  It has been sent



           16  to your email.



           17                HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  Speaking, Judge



           18  Rodriguez.  Hello, everyone.  Can you hear me?

            1                 I believe Leslie Rubio has an email of



            2  one of my clerks where it can be printed out for me.



            3                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  I'm getting it now.



            4                Okay.  Mike, I got what you sent me, but I



            5  don't see any changes to it.



            6                MR. BUTERA:  So again, Glenn and everyone.



            7  So the document that just contains Rule 25 is not a



            8  redline version because there were so many things



            9  tweaked that it would just be a mess to strike -- to



           10  strike through the underline.  My proposal would be --



           11                 If everyone wants to; if not, we can do



           12  it however everyone else would like to, is to have a



           13  side by side comparison and just go point by point



           14  through Rule 25 as it exist and then Rule 25 as -- just



           15  to get the discussion started, the proposal that we



           16  circulated but it's up to y'all.



           17                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  I don't see a



           18  proposal, and I've got what you just sent me.  I'm --



           19                 You know, I must be missing something.



           20                MR. BUTERA:  What you got is the proposal.



           21                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  By golly, I hear what



           22  you're saying; but it looks like to me -- I don't



           23  see ...



           24                MR. MCKINNEY:  It's not the same.  There



           25  are some changes in it.  The ...
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            1                MR. BUTERA:  As an example, maybe -- and



            2  this will help determine if everyone has the same



            3  document in front of them.



            4                 For 25(a), we had used the phrase from



            5  the Occupations Code -- a licensed Bail Bond surety or



            6  agent for a corporate surety Board Member and No. 2, a



            7  criminal defense attorney who is practicing in the



            8  county -- we had used that phrase and carried it through



            9  the entire rule and it got very difficult because we



           10  were always going to continue using that phrase.



           11                 So we just said surety representative and



           12  then defined as it is defined in the Occupations Code.



           13  And then defense attorney representative, again, defined



           14  it as it is in the Occupations Code and used those terms



           15  throughout the proposed rule to (inaudible.) and clean



           16  them up a bit.



           17                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  That's fine.



           18                MR. BUTERA:  Really only changed to



           19  Rule (a).  But part of this, too, is to have a larger



           20  discussion -- and I know Sheriff's Office needs to play



           21  a big role in this discussion.



           22                 Because we need to decide:  Do we want to



           23  and is it possible for the Sheriff's Office to



           24  facilitate an in-person election as they have done in



           25  the past?  Is that desirable?  Are there different ways
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            1  we can do it?



            2                 So there are things that were a part of



            3  this rule that we certainly would need to discuss as we



            4  go through it.



            5                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  You know, in the



            6  past, the feeling was we deleted -- "we", I say the Bail



            7  Bond Board and the bonding community -- deleted the



            8  proxies because that was being misused at one point.



            9  This year, we have the COVID 19 issue to deal with.  And



           10  we certainly want to avoid a bunch of people coming down



           11  to the Sheriff's Department and mingling and voting and



           12  whatnot.  So perhaps, we could consider an amendment, if



           13  you will, for the 2020 year for the voting procedures



           14  where a ballot could be signed and notarized and emailed



           15  to the Sheriff's Department for this year only.



           16                MR. BUTERA:  And that's certainly a great



           17  discussion to have, Glenn.  I'll just point out one



           18  change we proposed both in the nomination section which



           19  is (c) and (d), election place and time section which is



           20  (e), is that because the sheriff is administrating the



           21  election, in the old Rule C(1), we had noted that they



           22  would follow a procedure that the Sheriff's Office would



           23  post on the Bail Bond Board web site.



           24                 I think that's a great time-proofing



           25  measure because it means that as procedures change year
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            1  from year, the sheriff can post the procedure on the web



            2  site, it's available for everyone to see and it's not



            3  codified in the rule whereas with every emergency and



            4  action that's come up, we had to go back and amend the



            5  rule.



            6                 For example, in 2017, we had to have an



            7  emergency amendment for Harvey which was still left in



            8  the rule.  I think by an oversight of everyone, it



            9  remained in the rule -- that's D(2).  It remained in the



           10  rule as if we were going to do it that way forever and



           11  it never got addressed.



           12                 So our proposal would be for C and D, to



           13  rewrite it to say, you know, that the Sheriff's Office



           14  Bonding Division would post the information regarding



           15  nominations in the election process on the Bail Bond



           16  Board's web site.



           17                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  That's all right.



           18                MR. OSBORNE:  Hey, Chair.  This is Dylan.



           19                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Yes, sir.



           20                MR. OSBORNE:  A quick question.



           21                 Does anyone know off the top of their



           22  head or have handy roughly how many people vote in this



           23  election?



           24                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  It varies, Dylan,



           25  from the election to election.  There's been as few as
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            1  15 or 21 times and there's been as many as 50 or 60



            2  another time.



            3                MR. OSBORNE:  But we're not talking about



            4  thousands of people showing up to vote in person --



            5                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  No.  It's only --



            6  only people who are licensed --



            7                MR. OSBORNE:  Right.



            8                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  -- can vote for the



            9  bonding representative and only criminal defense



           10  attorneys who are licensed can vote for the criminal



           11  defense attorney.



           12                MR. MCKINNEY:  Dylan, the --



           13                 The year after I was either first or



           14  second elected to the Board, the vote -- which I lost --



           15  was 2 to 1.  Glenn --



           16                MR. OSBORNE:  Yeah.  It's probably a pretty



           17  low turnout.  So I'm wondering how big is the concern



           18  about in-person voting.  I'm not sure.



           19                MR. MCKINNEY:  I ...



           20                SERGEANT DELEON:  Well -- so ...



           21                MR. MCKINNEY:  I don't think the --



           22                 I think the biggest concern is --



           23  especially from the defense lawyer side -- is the most



           24  lawyers are not down at the courthouse at all, much



           25  less, regularly.  So voting would require people to
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            1  drive in to vote that would not ordinarily would not be



            2  there because --



            3                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  And surety companies



            4  would be the same way.



            5                MR. MCKINNEY:  The overwhelmingly majority



            6  of court appearances are still being made by Zoom, not



            7  in person.



            8                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  But again, this is



            9  for this year only.  Next year will be an entirely



           10  different set of circumstances provided, of course, the



           11  virus situation is contained.



           12                MR. MOORE:  Glenn, this is Roger Moore.



           13                 Can I jump in here for just a minute?



           14                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Please, absolutely.



           15                MR. MOORE:  There are a number of counties



           16  that conduct their elections by mail.  Now, under the



           17  law, it still has to be a secret ballot election so I



           18  think you're suggesting about a notarized signed



           19  (inaudible.) email would not comply with that.  But what



           20  the Board would --



           21                 What the Boards would do that conduct



           22  theirs by mail is to be administered -- after the



           23  nominations are made, the administrators sends out a



           24  ballot to every eligible voter and then they are



           25  returned in an envelope that they sign and a second
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            1  envelope inside of that is not signed.  So it's kind of



            2  like a mailed vote that people have to do for an



            3  absentee vote.



            4                MR. MCKINNEY:  Roger --



            5                MR. OSBORNE:  So -- so --



            6                MR. MCKINNEY:  Roger, that works great for



            7  the bondsmen but there are well in excess of 10,000



            8  eligible voters on the defense lawyer's side.



            9                SERGEANT DELEON:  Yeah.



           10                MR. MOORE:  I get it.  And you certainly



           11  don't want to --



           12                SERGEANT DELEON:  Yeah.  And so wait a



           13  minute.  And you're talking about who would do that.  So



           14  I know the Sheriff's Office wouldn't want to take the



           15  responsibility of mailing out vote ballots because we



           16  don't do that now so -- and cost associated with it as



           17  well.  So what is --



           18                 What is the objection with being able to



           19  do it via email to the Sheriff's --



           20                MR. RAMSEY:  It would not be secret if



           21  those ballots are signed.  I mean, there's basically no



           22  way to send an anonymous email here.



           23                MR. OSBORNE:  Yeah.  And we wouldn't accept



           24  an anonymous email either because --



           25                SERGEANT DELEON:  Well -- okay.

            1                MR. MCKINNEY:  As much I would like on



            2  behalf of the defense lawyers for people eligible to



            3  vote from this side to have something that would solve



            4  all these issues, I'm not sure there is something that



            5  will solve all these issues that applies complies with



            6  the law as it exists today unless we want to go to the



            7  governor and ask him to suspend the statute for the



            8  (inaudible.) of us and everybody else and we're not



            9  going to get that done today, obviously.  My --



           10                 On a slightly different tact, looking at



           11  the proposal rule, my -- it's not that I don't trust the



           12  Sheriff's Department but there's nothing in this



           13  proposed new rule that has anything about the time,



           14  place, duration of the voting.



           15                MR. BUTERA:  Excuse me.  Well, Troy, I



           16  would invite you to draft something.  Our problem was in



           17  trying to tweak the old rule and just not knowing what



           18  the Board would want to do.  This was very sloppily done



           19  in the past about -- obviously, the (inaudible.) closed.



           20  We had it there for a time, 2017 meant that we couldn't



           21  be here.  We made a change in 2017 which the Board never



           22  revisited.



           23                 I hear what you're saying.  If the Board



           24  wants to numerate what that is, then we're going to have



           25  to come up with it.  It won't stand the test of time,
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            1  and we'll have to revisit it every reelection cycle.



            2                MR. MCKINNEY:  With the exception of the --



            3  of not having anything in there about when the election



            4  is to take place or whether the Board is going to



            5  approval the when and how on an annual basis -- which I



            6  think might be the easiest way to do it --  I've got no



            7  problem with the rest of it.  I do have one note.



            8  Perhaps Tommy can weigh in on this.



            9                 I've got some concerns under the Open



           10  Meetings Act on us taking action on something that was



           11  just sent to people at 9:00 o'clock this morning.



           12                MR. GARZA:  Excuse me, guys.  Hello?



           13                 Can you guys hear me?



           14                SERGEANT DELEON:  Yes.



           15                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Barely.



           16                MR. GARZA:  This is Mario Garza.  I was



           17  going to -- I was thinking.



           18                 Would you guys be able to possibly



           19  imagine in the voting ballot on the defense bar's web



           20  site and then let them download it so that way, it's



           21  secret?



           22                MR. OSBORNE:  (Inaudible.)



           23                MR. GARZA:  Image it in on your -- so that



           24  any defense person -- any defense attorney can download



           25  it on their end which would alleviate the cost that
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            1  DeLeon was talking about.



            2                MR. MCKINNEY:  Well, here's the problem



            3  with that.  Once somebody downloads the thing, sent it



            4  to anybody in the world and there's no way to control



            5  who actually has that ballot without their name being



            6  disclosed when they send in the ballot.



            7                HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  I second what Counsel



            8  McKinney has -- is saying.



            9                MR. GARZA:  Or even possibly --



           10                 Well, I guess it wouldn't be secret if



           11  you send a copy of their (inaudible.).



           12                MR. OSBORNE:  Right.



           13                MR. MCKINNEY:  Hey, Tommy, are you still



           14  there?



           15                MR. RAMSEY:  Yeah, I'm here.



           16                MR. MCKINNEY:  Do we have Opening Meetings



           17  Act issues with voting on something that we just sent



           18  everybody at 9:00 o'clock this morning?



           19                MR. RAMSEY:  No.  Because these are the



           20  rules that are being discussed in terms of what changes



           21  are going to be made, you know.  I view the -- what was



           22  sent around essentially to backup for the item.



           23                MR. BUTERA:  If I can say -- I mean, Tommy



           24  and the Board.  I'm not married to these rules.  I just



           25  didn't foresee anyone else going through Rules 25 and
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            1  doing all the grunt work to revise it.  So we took a



            2  little bit of an initiative to try to do that.  It was



            3  sent as a note that -- that I made for Board to



            4  consider.



            5                 We can ditch the whole thing and start



            6  over.  The thing was properly noticed on the agenda



            7  because I asked for it to be added on the agenda.  It



            8  wasn't on there already to actually take action on



            9  Rule 25.  So whatever the Board's pleasure is, is fine



           10  with me.



           11                MR. RAMSEY:  Yeah.  It specifically



           12  mentions changing up (inaudible.) and 26.  I think



           13  that's sufficient notice of the act.



           14                MR. BUTERA:  That would mean, Troy, that no



           15  one could bring their notes or thoughts to the Board and



           16  circulate them among the Members unless they were



           17  distributed as part of the packet which obviously not



           18  correct.



           19                MR. MCKINNEY:  I'm not arguing it is.  I



           20  just -- I had a question and I think Tommy answered it.

           22  were kosher on that so yeah, okay.



           23                MR. MCKINNEY:  I did, too.  That was my



           24  point.  I wanted to make sure we weren't stepping off a



           25  cliff.
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            1                MR. BUTERA:  Got you.



            2                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  There's a lot of



            3  different thoughts about this.  And at this time, I



            4  don't see a real consensus.  The elections actually



            5  won't take place until December.



            6                 So perhaps, if the Board's pleasure, we



            7  should table this until next month and --



            8                SERGEANT DELEON:  No, no.



            9                MR. BUTERA:  Nominations take place in



           10  November.



           11                SERGEANT DELEON:  Yeah.  Nominations are in



           12  November.



           13                MR. BUTERA:  And it takes place --



           14                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  The nominations are,



           15  yeah.



           16                MR. BUTERA:  So ...



           17                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  What's the Board's



           18  pleasure?



           19                MR. MCKINNEY:  Well, the current rule have



           20  already -- and I don't have it pulled up in front of



           21  me -- but the current rule already has a process for



           22  nominations.  I don't know we need to do anything about



           23  other than agree on dates, correct?



           24                MR. BUTERA:  Yes.  The old rule is actually



           25  incorrect because we changed -- if anyone has a copy of
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            1  the old rule nominations, it's Section C.  And then 3(b)



            2  spells out when the nominating period will begin.



            3                 It's incorrect because we used to meet on



            4  a Tuesday, the second Tuesday of every month and we've



            5  now switched that to Wednesdays.  So it used to read for



            6  subsequent years, the nomination period will begin on a



            7  Tuesday of the November Board meeting and will end on



            8  the Friday of the same week which is no longer our



            9  practice.  So in the proposed change, we changed that to



           10  nomination period will be Monday through Friday on the



           11  week of the November Board meeting.



           12                 And doesn't it matter -- "spacially",



           13  it's impossible to comply with the rules as written



           14  because we no longer meet on that Tuesday in



           15  November.



           16                MR. MCKINNEY:  All right.  I am completely



           17  okay if we decide to do for purposes of getting the



           18  amendment or the nominations done in November to either



           19  have a motion that passes that have it occur then or



           20  amend the rule for that purpose today and maybe we can



           21  do some more work and we'll see where we are in November



           22  about how we might deal with deductive voting in



           23  December.



           24                HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  I see what you --



           25                MR. MCKINNEY:  (Inaudible.)
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            1                HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  I see what you're --



            2  where you're getting at, Counsel McKinney.



            3                 Judge Rodriguez.  I move to table this to



            4  next month and we can re-notice on the same rules.



            5                MR. BUTERA:  Well, we -- if -- I'm sorry.



            6                 But if you want to see if there's a



            7  second, Glenn.  I would just comment that we have to



            8  have some --



            9                 My comment would be we need to change



           10  something about that single nomination part before that



           11  November period starts such as my proposal.



           12                MR. MCKINNEY:  Hey, Mike, I've got that



           13  section pulled up in front of -- I've got the rule



           14  pulled up.



           15                 Which rule is it so I can -- it's 25 ...



           16                MR. BUTERA:  Sure.  It's 25 (c)(3)(b).



           17                MR. MCKINNEY:  Okay.



           18                MR. OSBORNE:  Chair, (inaudible.)



           19                MR. MCKINNEY:  I move --



           20                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Wait a minute.



           21  Excuse me.  Someone was addressing the Chair?



           22                MR. OSBORNE:  Yes, sir.  I believe you have



           23  a motion on the floor.



           24                 Did it ever receive a second?



           25                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  It did not.  Let me
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            1  see if there is a second.



            2                 I do have a motion on the floor to table



            3  this.



            4                HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  I do.  I can wait on



            5  my motion for Counsel McKinney to look at the rule to



            6  see if it's necessary to tweak it, to change the date



            7  from the Tuesday to a Wednesday.  I (inaudible.).



            8                 It doesn't sound necessary because it



            9  says nominations begin on a Tuesday.  That doesn't mean



           10  that it has to be -- occur on a Tuesday.



           11                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.



           12                HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  I'll wait.



           13                MR. MCKINNEY:  I -- okay.  Looking at



           14  Section 3(b) -- oh, wait a minute.  I don't --



           15                 Looking at 3(b), I don't know that we



           16  have to change anything.  Nomination period will begin



           17  on the Tuesday of the November Board meeting -- says on



           18  the Tuesday of when the November Board meeting takes



           19  place.



           20                 I know that we probably meant it to be



           21  the Tuesday Board meeting, but I don't think that's the



           22  only interpretation of it.  We'll end on the Friday of



           23  the same week.  I think this will allow nominations to



           24  occur during the week of our November Board meeting from



           25  Tuesday -- Tuesday to Friday.
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            1                MR. OSBORNE:  Why we only have four days of



            2  nominations?  Why such an odd number?



            3                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Who was that?



            4                MR. OSBORNE:  Dylan Osborne.



            5                MR. MCKINNEY:  We used to have our meetings



            6  on Tuesdays.



            7                MR. OSBORNE:  But --



            8                MR. MCKINNEY:  Because the meetings used to



            9  be on Tuesdays.



           10                HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  So I was looking to



           11  renew -- this is Judge Rodriguez.



           12                 I would like renew my motion with a



           13  comment.  It seems that we could have a few more -- a



           14  little more time to familiarize ourselves with the



           15  myriad of changes that are being proposed and that would



           16  serve our purpose by tabling it to next month and that



           17  is the reason I'm bringing my motion and place it on the



           18  table at this time.



           19                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  I have a motion on



           20  the floor to table this until the November Bail Bond



           21  Board meeting.  Is there a second?



           22                MR. MCKINNEY:  I might second it, but I've



           23  got a -- I've got a question of (inaudible.) first.



           24                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.



           25                MR. MCKINNEY:  The --
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            1                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  You second it and



            2  then get into discussion?



            3                MR. MCKINNEY:  Sure.  I'll -- yes.  I'll



            4  second it, but let's get into discussion.  The --



            5                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Go ahead.



            6                MR. MCKINNEY:  The --



            7                 Does anyone disagree that the language



            8  that says for subsequent years, the nomination period



            9  will begin on the Tuesday of the November board meeting



           10  and will end on the Friday of the same week, allows the



           11  Sheriff's Department to accept nominations from Tuesday



           12  of our November board meeting next month which --



           13  through the Friday of that same week without regard to



           14  whether we meet on Wednesday, Thursday -- Tuesday,



           15  Wednesday, Thursday or Friday?



           16                MR. OSBORNE:  Why don't we just go ahead



           17  and change it to Monday?



           18                MR. MCKINNEY:  Because it requires a



           19  change.  I think leave these nominations where they are



           20  under this rule without having to change anything and



           21  then we can think of the -- what other changes make the



           22  Rule 25 at the November meeting.



           23                 And I like Mike's proposal other than the



           24  -- something in there about how the election will be



           25  conducted.  We, perhaps, maybe try and figure out some
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            1  other ways to address that in November when we meet.



            2  We'll still have --



            3                 Typically, the election takes place over



            4  two days after the November meeting.  So we're going to



            5  have the ability in the November meeting to do whatever



            6  we need to do to change this to maybe work before the



            7  election and have that done by the time of the December



            8  meeting.



            9                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Any other discussion?



           10                HONORABLE SCOTT:  I do have a question.



           11                 So I'm looking at everything so I'm kind



           12  of new here.  And I realize somebody went through great



           13  lengths to come up with these changes and I'm assuming



           14  that there was a reason why they did this.



           15                 But the question that I really have these



           16  meetings with a lot of the bonds being --



           17                 The meetings have been very long so we do



           18  understand that, you know.  We're not, you know -- we



           19  don't determine what that agenda is so the agenda is a



           20  pretty full agenda.  We are also going to have to deal



           21  with this issue at that time because there will be no --



           22  no room to pass on it at that time.



           23                MR. OSBORNE:  Judge, I think you and I --



           24  this is Dylan Osborne.



           25                 I think maybe we are hitting on the same
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            1  page here.



            2                 Chair, what would out of -- out of the



            3  question for us to have a special called meeting to



            4  finish these rules?  We have kicked this down the road



            5  now for five or six -- seven months it seems like.



            6                 Because at the end of every meeting, you



            7  know, we've had an hour -- a hour and a half long



            8  meeting.  We -- none of us seem to want to spend a lot



            9  of time on the phone arguing over these rules but at



           10  some point, we've got to get this wrapped up.



           11                 Would anyone else object to a special



           12  called meeting just on the rules?



           13                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  I know that we can



           14  have a special called meeting for other issues involving



           15  the licenses.



           16                 Tommy Ramsey, can we do that, for just



           17  discussion of the Bail Bond Board rules?



           18                MR. RAMSEY:  I don't see any issue with



           19  having specially called meetings for discussion of the



           20  rules or frankly, any -- any action that the Board would



           21  take.



           22                MR. OSBORNE:  Now --



           23                HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  I learned this



           24  morning that that's what we've been doing -- not to get



           25  too far off into the weeds and that we have a motion and
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            1  second on the floor.



            2                 But we're essentially having the meeting



            3  right after our Bail Bond Board meeting for convenience.



            4  So there are two purposes at the same time.



            5                MR. OSBORNE:  See --



            6                MR. BUTERA:  This is Michael Butera from --



            7  go ahead, Dylan.  I'm sorry.



            8                MR. OSBORNE:  I was going to say, no, I



            9  completely understand that not everybody may, you know,



           10  may have the time or want to commit to a -- to another



           11  meeting.  I get that because it may not be convenient so



           12  I may be in the minority here.



           13                 But it just seems like after our regular



           14  meeting nobody really wants to spend the time to really



           15  dig into these rules.  And it's difficult on the phone,



           16  you know, so it makes it a little bit more difficult;



           17  but at some point, we've got to wrap it up, you know.



           18  We can't go on forever.



           19                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Well ...



           20                MR. BUTERA:  Michael Butera.  Glenn, if I



           21  can.  I would just encourage everyone.  We've had months



           22  now to try get the Zoom thing going.  It's not that



           23  difficult for Members who aren't on Zoom.  It's really



           24  quite easy to set it up on a mobile device, on an iPad,



           25  on a laptop, on anything that has a camera.  It really
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            1  helps when we can see each other and see who wants to



            2  talk.  And I would just encourage everyone who's not on



            3  Zoom to maybe give it a try.  It's well worth it.



            4                 As far as when we discuss the rules, it



            5  doesn't matter to me so the Board's pleasure.  It's on



            6  the agenda.  We're already at the meeting.  It's nice



            7  that there is, you know, bail bondsmen who can also



            8  attend and weigh in and have their public comment period



            9  for rules that we're proposing and --



           10                 But if the Board doesn't want to have it



           11  at the regularly scheduled time, then we might do a



           12  special meeting to do everything we can who is available



           13  to be there.



           14                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  I certainly --



           15                HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  Glenn, I need to call



           16  to question at this time.



           17                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  All right.  The



           18  question's been called.  I have a motion on the floor to



           19  table this Rule No. 25 until the November Bail Bond



           20  Board meeting and I have a second.



           21                 All those in favor, signify by saying



           22  aye.



           23                THE BOARD:  Aye.



           24                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  I have two ayes.



           25                 All those opposed, send me the same
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            1  sign -- signify by saying aye.



            2                THE BOARD:  Aye.



            3                MR. BUTERA:  This is Michael Butera.  I'll



            4  just -- I would vote at this point because I'm not



            5  voting no against the proposal to table.  I just want



            6  the Board to make sure everything about this rule is



            7  okay.  And so that if we to want to put it off to



            8  November that we're not going to run into any time



            9  crunches.  If that's the case, I'd be okay voting to



           10  table to give people more time to look at it.  But it



           11  was --



           12                 It was on the agenda that people wanted



           13  to look at it for today's meeting.  But we need more



           14  time, I'll put my a vote to a "yes" as long as we're



           15  sure that we're not going to mess up anything with the



           16  timeline by leaving the rule as it is.



           17                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.  So ...



           18                MR. MCKINNEY:  I agree with Michael.



           19                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  So you -- both of you



           20  agree with the motion to table it.



           21                MR. BUTERA:  My vote is still -- no for



           22  now, but if we could quickly look at the actually text



           23  of the rule part by part, we come to an agreement that



           24  nothing about this (inaudible.) because of time issues,



           25  then I would switch my vote a "yes" to table to give

            1  everyone more time to take a very quick look at it.



            2                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  So your vote is no.



            3  That means we have a 2 to 2.



            4                 And Mr. McKinney, what is your vote?



            5                MR. MCKINNEY:  I'm going to take the same



            6  position that I'm voting no initially but I may very



            7  well change my vote after we talk some more.



            8                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Well, the motion is



            9  on the table.  And with a vote at 3 to 2, the motion



           10  fails.  So ...



           11                MR. BUTERA:  Glenn, what -- I apologize.



           12  This is Michael Butera.  So just to expedite -- because



           13  it's not my goal to keep everyone on the call for longer



           14  than we need.



           15                 If we could quickly go like I suggested



           16  in the beginning just to A, B, C, D, et cetera, to give



           17  everyone else to glance at the rule, see if there's



           18  anything that we think absolutely must be changed by the



           19  November meeting, then perhaps after we go through it in



           20  a few minute, we could have -- someone would make a



           21  similar motion and we would be okay with that.



           22                HONORABLE SCOTT:  Can I make a suggestion?



           23                 Since you actually had went through the



           24  trouble of making the changes -- I mean, I've look at it



           25  and I kind of compared it to the last one.  There are
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            1  some changes, but I don't really see major changes.  So



            2  if you could --



            3                 Could you go through it and just -- I



            4  guess highlight each section quickly.  I think that may



            5  satisfy everyone.



            6                MR. BUTERA:  Certainly, Judge.  I'd be glad



            7  to do that if everyone would be okay with that.



            8                 As to A., there's no substantive changes.



            9  Those are just verbal changes to make it easier to refer



           10  to those two reps as the rule goes on as quote/unquote



           11  surety rep and just says attorney representative.



           12  There's no substantive changes to A.  It's just



           13  linguistic changes.



           14                 As to B., I actually don't see any



           15  changes at all there.  We just did stylistically make



           16  sure that we continued to refer to the Harris County



           17  Sheriff's Office Bonding Division.  Again, a very minor



           18  verbal change -- there are no substantive changes.



           19                 C., is where we started to look at making



           20  a more substantive change.  C(1) in the old rule, allow



           21  the Sheriff's Office to post a procedure on the Harris



           22  County Bail Bond Board's web site for conducting the



           23  nominations.  That's reflected in C(1) in the proposed



           24  change.



           25            We cleaned up No. 3 to get rid of A, you know.
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            1  It was referring back to when this rule was originally



            2  written in 2015.  And then we cleaned up B -- although I



            3  did hear Troy's comment.  I don't necessarily disagree



            4  with him.  We cleaned up 3 -- or excuse me -- C(3) to



            5  reflect that the nomination period would be the Monday



            6  through Friday, the week of the November Board meeting.



            7                 But I do see that -- I think in light of



            8  reading it, 3(b) might be okay as it stands.  We know --



            9  because when we wrote this rule, we thought it would



           10  start on the Tuesday of the Board meeting.  But if you



           11  read it, divorced from that, it probably still works



           12  without an amendment if we had to do that.



           13                 For voter eligibility -- sorry.  I think



           14  there was a question or comment.



           15                 Okay.  Sorry about that.



           16                 So voter eligible on D., those are just



           17  some linguistic cleanups, that weird phrase that we had



           18  copied from the Occupations Code.  We just simplified



           19  that to, you know, the reference that we made in Number



           20  1.



           21                 A point that I just want to point out in



           22  D(2) that we're going to need to consider at some point



           23  is depending on how we have the election, the old rule



           24  requires the attorney to show a physical copy of their



           25  State of Texas bar card.
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            1                 We thought depending on if it was a



            2  physical election or a -- if we're going to do the



            3  election some other way, maybe they could provide their



            4  bar number -- but that's for the Board to discuss and



            5  decide.



            6                 D., is where we make some changes.  E.,



            7  in the old rule laid out -- I hear what Troy is saying.



            8  These are just thoughts but it is good to have in the



            9  rule how the actual election will take place.  Our idea



           10  when we changed D., initially is just to reflect the



           11  fact that under C., for nominations, the Sheriff's



           12  Office couldn't decide how they were going to conduct it



           13  and then post it on the web site.



           14                 But as you see in the old rule E,



           15  attorney says the 2017 election will take place as



           16  follows but then it doesn't specify how the 2018, '19 or



           17  '20 elections are going to take place because we never



           18  revisited that rule after Hurricane Harvey.



           19                 In light of seeing that, we thought



           20  wouldn't it be nice if the Sheriff's Office could post



           21  their elections -- what did we say -- post the, you



           22  know, the times, the manner of the election, et cetera,



           23  on the web site as they would nominations.  I hear



           24  Troy's point, though, that maybe that's not a good idea



           25  to leave that out of the rules and solely leave it up to
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            1  the Sheriff's Office.



            2                 Troy, you're actually on mute.



            3                 Troy, I see you talking but you're still



            4  on mute, sorry.



            5                MR. MCKINNEY:  Sorry.  (Inaudible.), I



            6  didn't have the screen up so it wasn't working.



            7                 Looking at your E(1), I think if we added



            8  a clause at the end of that said "as periodically



            9  approved by the Bail Bond Board" or " is periodically



           10  provided by the Bail Bond Board", something like that,



           11  that I think that -- I think that addresses my concerns.



           12  And this is a rule that the Board will approve whatever



           13  is going to happen with the election as far as time and



           14  place -- time and place at least.  And we've



           15  traditionally had done that on an annual basis.



           16                MR. BUTERA:  I think that's a good idea.



           17  And like you said, it's not that we don't trust the



           18  Sheriff's Office but the Board does want oversight to



           19  make sure that the election is happening properly.  And



           20  if we had something like that added to it, that would be



           21  a good idea.  As far as F and G, there are no changes



           22  there other than simple verbal tweaks.



           23                 Having gone through that -- just quickly



           24  from my own sake.  We wrote the rules ourselves -- and



           25  when I say "we", I mean the District Attorney's Office.
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            1  And it is very valuable to have input from all the Board



            2  Members.



            3                 So I think Judge Rodriguez's idea is a



            4  good one, to give everyone time to digest and look at



            5  the rules.  Proposed changes, there's a lot of little



            6  tweaks that may not be substantive.  There may be



            7  something that we missed that -- that needs to be



            8  rethought and reconsidered.  So if we want to delay, I'm



            9  okay with that.



           10                 I just wanted to go through as a Board



           11  and make sure rule by rule that we would be okay and not



           12  miss a major deadline by hunting on this in our October



           13  meeting.  I think with Troy's input regarding C(3)(b),



           14  that rule probably reads fine as it is, to go ahead and



           15  continue the nominations as it's written.



           16                 So sorry to take the Board's time for



           17  that, but I think maybe if we would take this proposal,



           18  digest it for a while, come back next month, everyone



           19  will be, you know -- maybe have some thoughts about what



           20  we could change.



           21                 So I would point out to the Sheriff's



           22  Office there is a document posted there about



           23  nominations, but it's dated a year ago.  So it would be



           24  great to review that to see what it says without the



           25  nominations and how you guys are going to accept those.
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            1  And then if a revision is necessary to post that asap to



            2  clarify how that should happen before the nominations



            3  period opens up at our next November meeting.



            4                HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  I wanted to thank you



            5  for going over the proposed rule changes.  As we can



            6  see, we can always read that it's a multi-layered change



            7  proposal that is not exactly in its final stages.



            8                 So I'm open to forwarding a motion for



            9  reconsideration for my motion to table to next month, of



           10  course, after we've gone over everything.



           11                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  So you're making



           12  another motion to table?



           13                HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  (No response.)



           14                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Judge Rodriguez ...



           15                HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  I was on mute.



           16                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.



           17                HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  Yes.  I would like



           18  to --



           19                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  You're making another



           20  motion to table.



           21                HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  I motion to table to



           22  next month, yes.



           23                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.  I need a



           24  second.



           25                MR. MCKINNEY:  I will second it again.
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            1                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Mr. McKinney seconds.



            2                 Any other discussion?



            3                 All those in favor of tabling this until



            4  next month -- that's in November 4 meeting -- signify by



            5  saying aye.



            6                THE BOARD:  Aye.



            7                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Any opposed?



            8                 The ayes have it.  We're going to table



            9  this till the next Board meeting.



           10                MR. MCKINNEY:  Could we --



           11                 Could we have a very clear agenda item



           12  for the November Board meeting that we are considering



           13  amending local -- taking action on amending



           14  Local Rule 25 at that meeting?



           15                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  We can put it on the



           16  agenda that way, Troy.



           17                MR. MCKINNEY:  Yeah.  I --



           18                MR. BUTERA:  We're discussing Agenda Item



           19  No. 12 with sufficient consideration, discussion and



           20  action regarding Local Rule 25 to prepare for the



           21  upcoming Bail Bond Board election?



           22                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Yeah.



           23                MR. MCKINNEY:  I --



           24                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  We don't --



           25                MR. MCKINNEY:  If I asked about whether it
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            1  is -- it was sufficient to give us --



            2                 I think it's better if it says, "to



            3  consider amending" or "amending these issues" or



            4  "adopting a new Rule 25".  The --



            5                 I mean, I think somebody reading that



            6  would not -- the way it's written in 12 on this meeting



            7  would not necessarily know that we were considering



            8  amending the rule rather than just taking action in



            9  relation to the existing rule.



           10                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.  We can



           11  certainly do that and we will put it on the next month's



           12  agenda --



           13                MR. MCKINNEY:  This is me being a --



           14                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  -- in that fashion.



           15                MR. MCKINNEY:  -- better-safe-than-sorry



           16  lawyer.



           17                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Pardon me?



           18                MR. MCKINNEY:  This is me being a



           19  better-safe-than-sorry lawyer.



           20                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  I hear you.



           21                 Okay.  Now, the other thing is we, you



           22  know --



           23                 Last month, we had a very lively



           24  discussion about returning of fees; and Mr. Butera, I



           25  think you were going to draw something up.  I don't see
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            1  anything.



            2                MR. BUTERA:  Again, we worked hard on



            3  coming up with an example rule and it is far more



            4  difficult and complex.  I would love input from --



            5                 It's hard to show up to the meeting and



            6  have thought through all these issues and then everyone



            7  says, well, this is what's wrong, this is what's wrong.



            8  That's the nature of process.  I get it.



            9                 But you know, we did come up with a



           10  draft.  I thought it best to prioritized the election



           11  rules because I thought it was really going to be a



           12  sticking point before the next election and there were



           13  things we needed to change.



           14                 Honestly, I don't have a rule.  I have



           15  dozens of questions or maybe dozens of questions about



           16  that rule without any actually text to propose that we



           17  would need to talk through to see where we would want to



           18  go with that.



           19                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.  There are a



           20  number of sureties on the line right now, I do believe,



           21  that would be prepared to give you any discussions that



           22  you'd like to have on that, if you're -- if you want to



           23  hear them.



           24                SERGEANT DELEON:  Can you do that if it's



           25  not on the agenda?  Or do we have to have an agenda item
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            1  in order to speak of it or are we going to 13 and



            2  talking about redline changes?  Are we on 13 already?



            3                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Um ... yes.



            4                SERGEANT DELEON:  So it's --



            5                 So going back to -- right.  I mean, it's



            6  not on the agenda.



            7                 Can we talk about something that's not on



            8  the agenda in that manner, Tommy?  I mean, if we



            9  can't, that's fine.



           10                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Tom Ramsey ...



           11                MR. RAMSEY:  Yeah.  I'm here.  What --



           12                 What's the issue that we're --



           13                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Last month, there was



           14  a lot of discussion about the return of fees and



           15  different timeframes and different opinions and



           16  Mr. Butera was going to come up with some kind of a



           17  draft but this is a far more complex and in-depth



           18  thought process than anyone would ever know, I'm sure.



           19                 And so we don't have that in front of us



           20  and it's not on any of the printed material and it would



           21  be a new rule.  There's nothing in the rules about that.



           22                 Can we discuss that or do we need to



           23  bypass that at this time?



           24                MR. RAMSEY:  Oh, (inaudible.)  I see what



           25  you're talking about.
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            1                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Because there's



            2  nothing in writing and there's nothing in the current



            3  rules.  And so I think that the Sergeant is actually



            4  probably right.  Since there's nothing in the current



            5  rules and there's nothing proposed and it's not on the



            6  agenda, I would -- my opinion would be that we really



            7  can't discuss this at this time.



            8                MR. RAMSEY:  Yeah.  I mean, I think there's



            9  wiggle room; but frankly, I think when we're talking



           10  about things and fees and stuff like that, I don't know



           11  I -- that I feel completely comfortable.  If anything,



           12  it would be under the considered previously proposed



           13  changes.



           14                 I -- you know, I --



           15                 My thought would be, you know, like Troy



           16  said, safe than sorry, to specifically post it on the



           17  next agenda.



           18                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.  And



           19  Mr. Butera, you said that you wanted to really put the



           20  election rules out there as a matter of priority.



           21                MR. BUTERA:  Just to the matter of --



           22  sorry.  (Inaudible.).



           23                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  (Inaudible.), okay.



           24                MR. BUTERA:  Just a matter of time, I



           25  thought it was important to consider something that was,
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            1  you know, facing us in the next month or so.



            2                 But I will say since the question was



            3  asked, we worked on the rule.  I have a lot of notes



            4  about questions that will require Board Member input,



            5  surety input and it's impossible to come up with a



            6  finalized text without everyone's concerns and stuff



            7  being considered.



            8                MR. MCKINNEY:  I think it would be a good



            9  idea to have a specific item, agenda item next time for



           10  discussion relating to a proposed new rule regarding



           11  refund of bonding fees or something like that so that we



           12  don't have any issues with it.



           13                MR. BUTERA:  I agree with that.



           14                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  All right then.  Then



           15  going on to the last item on our agenda.



           16                 Number 13, Local Rule's workgroup meeting



           17  will begin follow the conclusion of the regular meeting



           18  to to Bail Bond Board to discuss changes and updates on



           19  Sections 25 through 26 -- which is what we've talked



           20  about.  Rules and forms to discuss and



           21  consider previously considered changes Section 1



           22  through 25 -- which takes us to the Harris County Bail



           23  Bond Board Local Rules which has been supplied to us by



           24  Mr. Butera with the changes in red or X-ed -- outlined



           25  out and with comments in yellow.
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            1                 I have looked over this and up until we



            2  get to page 6, I don't have a problem with it.



            3                 Is there anyone that has anything to say



            4  in the previous pages 1 through 5?



            5                MS. VILLARREAL:  Yes.  Irene Villarreal



            6  here.  Can y'all hear me?



            7                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Yes, ma'am.



            8                MS. VILLARREAL:  From Amigos Bonding.  I



            9  have a question in particular on page 2, Item 5.



           10                 The question that I have is:  How will



           11  the timing now ascertain the value of property?



           12                MR. BUTERA:  I mean -- this is Michael



           13  Butera.



           14                 Can I ask you:  Do you mean 5 that it's



           15  struck out as the old rule --



           16                MS. VILLARREAL:  Yes.



           17                MR. BUTERA:  Or the renumbered 5 that was



           18  Rule Number 6?



           19                MS. VILLARREAL:  I'm looking at No. 5 where



           20  everything's been struck out.



           21                MR. BUTERA:  Okay.  I think the answer to



           22  that -- I don't know.  Maybe other Board Members can



           23  weigh in.



           24                 The County has always ascertained the



           25  value of property including the Occupations Code which
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            1  is to say it can be two ways even by the value from the



            2  appraisal district or the value from a certified



            3  appraiser.  There's a lot of troublesome language in



            4  Section 5 that the Board cannot actually require and so



            5  that's why that rule was struck.  And I think it goes



            6  beyond what the Occupations Code allows and the



            7  Occupations Code is clear how the appraisal value for



            8  property is established.



            9                MS. VILLARREAL:  So it'll be the continued



           10  use of a certified real estate appraiser?



           11                SERGEANT DELEON:  No.  So it's written in



           12  there -- to go to Michael's point, Irene.  It's written



           13  in there on the timeframe also of the appraisal.



           14                 But yes, if you have a certified



           15  appraisal and it meets the timeframe requirement written



           16  in 1704 -- and it escapes me right now.  It's a few



           17  months, but I'm not specific on the exact timeframe.



           18                 Michael, are you ...



           19                MR. BUTERA:  Not off the top of my head,



           20  sorry, sorry.



           21                SERGEANT DELEON:  Yeah, right.  But there's



           22  a timeframe in there, Irene.  So it's either using HCAD



           23  or an appraisal from -- within -- that falls within the



           24  timeframe written in 1704.



           25                MS. VILLARREAL:  Okay.  All right.  Thank
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            1  you for that answer.



            2                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  The thing of it is,



            3  is before you up needed a certified appraiser, a Member



            4  of the Appraisers Institute, MAI or Society of Real



            5  Estate Appraisers, those have been struck out.



            6                 That's No ...



            7                MS. VILLARREAL:  No. 5.



            8                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Number E on page 3.



            9                SERGEANT DELEON.  Right.  And I think to



           10  Mike's --



           11                MR. BUTERA:  This is -- sorry, Sarge.  Go



           12  ahead.



           13                SERGEANT DELEON:  Well, no.  I don't want



           14  to speak for you but go ahead, Mike.



           15                MR. BUTERA:  No.  I was going to point out



           16  that that's -- that's partially right.  Glenn, you're



           17  absolutely right on old Rule 6.  Renumbered Rule 5(e)



           18  has been struck but it's also in the text of Rule 5.



           19  The old Rule 5, that language was there.



           20                 The Board doesn't have the ability to



           21  demand that the appraiser be certified by this or that



           22  organization.  I think it goes beyond what the



           23  Occupations Code said and so that's why we tweaked those



           24  sections, if I remember correctly.



           25                MS. VILLARREAL:  So that's why I had a
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            1  question about it because I see all these lines like



            2  this would be deleted under 5 and then also as to Rule



            3  29 under -- under E.  So I just wonder well, if we're



            4  not using a certified real estate appraiser, then what



            5  will we need to use.



            6                MR. BUTERA:  Irene, but --



            7                MS. VILLARREAL:  But you're saying --



            8                MR. BUTERA:  A strike-through means that



            9  the Board has proposed that it be deleted.  These are



           10  not final changes.  These are for discussion like we're



           11  having now.  But a strike-through means that someone



           12  along the way in our discussion proposed deleting it.



           13  An underline means that it was not there before, it has



           14  now been added.  So that's -- I think you're reading



           15  that correctly.



           16                 But the Occupations Code covers how the



           17  appraisal needs to be done and how it -- what the Board



           18  can require for appraisal purposes and nothing about



           19  that has changed.



           20                MS. VILLARREAL:  Okay.  All right.  Thank



           21  you.  Thank you for the answer.



           22                MR. BUTERA:  Yes, ma'am.



           23                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Anybody have anything



           24  on page 4?  Page 5?  Page 6?



           25                I have an issue here.  Page 6, Rule 18:
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            1  "No bond shall be accepted by the Sheriff from a



            2  bondsman, bonding company or a surety company for the



            3  release of a defendant who has been changed for an



            4  offense committed in Harris County unless the surety is



            5  duly licensed under the authority of the Board.  This



            6  does not apply to the defendants in the Harris County



            7  jail who will be tried only in courts other than Harris



            8  County."



            9                 That has been struck out which would mean



           10  that any bondsman in the State of Texas -- including the



           11  brother-in-law, a sheriff in "Polky" County whose



           12  just -- these sheriff says okay, you can write bonds.



           13  He can come in here and post a bond or a Harris County



           14  bond.  And this had been a problem.  And in the past, it



           15  had been determined that you can -- in order to post a



           16  Harris County bond with a defendant in Harris County,



           17  you had to be a licensed Harris County agent just like



           18  in other counties.



           19                MR. GARZA:  This is Mario Garza.



           20                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Speak up, Mario.



           21                MR. GARZA:  Just to follow up with Glenn.



           22  Is this --



           23                 Removing that kind of thing -- removing



           24  that No. 18, would that be a clearance of almost



           25  operating like a non-Board county?
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            1                MR. RAMSEY:  Tommy Ramsey.  I don't mean to



            2  cut in.  And you know, if I recall, 18 was removed



            3  because it simply restates the law.



            4                MR. GARZA:  Oh, the statute?



            5                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  The law doesn't say



            6  anything about that to my knowledge.



            7                Mike Butera, do you know anything in 1704



            8  or Ken Good or Roger Moore?



            9                SERGEANT DELEON:  There's 10 --



           10                MR. BUTERA:  This is Michael Butera.



           11  Sorry, Dylan.  I didn't mean to cut you off.  I



           12  apologize.



           13                SERGEANT DELEON:  I'm sorry.  This is



           14  Sergeant DeLeon.  And --



           15                 But I thought 105 Licensed Bail Bonds



           16  Surety List was one of the reasons that we struck it,



           17  but I could be wrong.



           18                MR. BUTERA:  Yes.  So I would have to go



           19  back through our notes.  We kept notes after every



           20  meeting of what we changed and tried to write down why



           21  or what the various comments were or --



           22                 My remembrance is -- although I don't



           23  want to say for certain without reviewing our notes --



           24  is that the 18 duplicates content that is already in the



           25  Occupations Code but I can't off the top of my head
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            1  point you to the section.  And again, these revisions



            2  are for further discussions.  That's certainly what



            3  we're doing here.  That's good.



            4                 If we need to relook at and reconsider so



            5  we can make a note on No. 18 to make sure -- I'm getting



            6  a message that maybe it's in 1704.201 of the Occupations



            7  Code so let me check that.  But certainly getting more



            8  input and continuing to review and revise is what the



            9  purpose of this redline version is so ...



           10                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  So we better review



           11  that.



           12                MR. BUTERA:  It's smart to double check.



           13  I'm looking at 201 now  --



           14                SERGEANT DELEON:  It's in there.  Yeah,



           15  you're right, Mike.



           16                MR. BUTERA:  So it looks like 201 does



           17  cover the situation because, "The sheriff shall accept



           18  or approve a bail bond executed by a license holder in



           19  the county in which the license holder is licensed if,"



           20  and then goes on to spell out the situation.



           21                 But I think it's duplicating 201 but we



           22  can look at that very closely to make sure.  And I would



           23  ask y'all to look at it as well and tell us whether you



           24  agree or disagree with that.



           25                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.  Anyone else
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            1  have anything on page 6?  Page 7?



            2                 I looked at this and under the new 13,



            3  identification cards, the No. B(4) and the date of 26



            4  August '73 was for people who were going to be sureties



            5  which still stands and that's in the statutes.  However,



            6  if an individual has committed one of the offenses of



            7  moral turpitude -- if they have not committed an offense



            8  within the last ten years -- they're eligible.  But if



            9  they have committed an offense within the last ten



           10  years, then they're not.



           11                 Is that not correct, Sergeant?



           12                SERGEANT DELEON:  Again, that's -- are you



           13  --  you're -- you're quoting statute then.  Because



           14  that's in the --



           15                 That's in the statute as well.  And



           16  without doing a little of research on which section it



           17  is -- but yeah, that's in there as well.



           18                MR. BUTERA:  Yeah.  Glenn, I think our note



           19  at the end of Number 4 was meant to point out that if



           20  there are different statutes dealing with the



           21  requirements for sureties on one hand and those who are



           22  going to be employees of a bonding company on the other,



           23  with the 1704153 being sureties and 1704302(c) being



           24  employees, I believe.



           25                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.
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            1                MR. BUTERA:  And therefore, we thought --



            2                 And again, it's good to read through all



            3  of this to double check and make sure before --



            4                 I'll just say for everyone's benefit.  I



            5  hope this is not our final pass-through with the rules



            6  with the idea of taking a vote at the end of this



            7  because I'm certainly not ready to do that.



            8                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  I agree.



            9                MR. BUTERA:  It's good to go back and



           10  glance at those things and repropose those questions.



           11  So we can take a closer look at that as well.



           12                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.  Anyone else



           13  have any issues?



           14                 The next issue that I had marked was on



           15  page 9.  And we had discussed last month about the ID



           16  cards expiring with the license.



           17                MR. BUTERA:  Effective -- this is Michael



           18  Butera, just for the record.



           19                 Is that the fee question, Glenn, or is



           20  that --



           21                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  It's not a fee



           22  question.



           23                MR. BUTERA:  Okay.



           24                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  That's in the next



           25  section.  And I think there's some AG opinions in
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            1  regarding that.  But this is about the expiration of our



            2  ID cards.  And every time you got your license renewed,



            3  you would have to get all of your people who have ID



            4  cards to go down and reapply.



            5                MR. BUTERA:  You're talking about



            6  Subsection F and -- is that correct?



            7                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Yes, that's correct.



            8                MR. BUTERA:  So the old rule read that the



            9  license -- or excuse me -- the ID card would expire on



           10  the same date the license expired and had to be renewed.



           11  The new rule proposal reads that they will be issued



           12  upon approval of the associated licensee's renewal.



           13                 So both the old rule and the new proposal



           14  require renewal process for ID cards.



           15                 Tell me what you're -- what you're seeing



           16  about that.



           17                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  It's --



           18                 The difficulty is the people who you have



           19  that have ID cards, runners -- and I -- we all have



           20  several runners that take bonds because they have lives



           21  and they're out of town or they're sick or whatever.



           22  And every time that you renew your license, you're going



           23  to have to send all of those runners down with new



           24  applications to get a new ID card.



           25                MR. BUTERA:  Wasn't that what was happening
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            1  under the old review?  Or probably --



            2                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  No.



            3                MR. BUTERA:  -- been happening as the old



            4  rule read --



            5                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  No.



            6                MR. BUTERA:  -- but been happening for --



            7                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Once you entered --



            8  issued an ID card, that card was with that license for



            9  the duration of the license.



           10                MR. BUTERA:  Well, I'd ask you to read the



           11  old rule.  It says:  "An ID cards issued under this



           12  local rule shall expire on the same date the license



           13  that it is associated with expires and may not be



           14  renewed without actual issuance for periods of 24 months



           15  running with the relevant license," blah, blah, blah.



           16                 So clearly the rule was written --



           17  whether we want to do it or not.  I'm not --



           18                 But clearly the rule was written with the



           19  intent that the ID cards would actually expire.  Whether



           20  or not that was happening or not, I can't say; but



           21  that's how the rule was written.



           22                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  I can say from



           23  experience -- and I'm you telling that that's not the



           24  reality of it.  The reality of it was when you --



           25                 A person was issued an ID card until that
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            1  ID card was turned in or until you wrote an email or a



            2  letter to the Sheriff's Department, that ID card stayed



            3  valid with the -- throughout the license.



            4                 And I do recognize what you're saying;



            5  but again, that's why we're focussing on all these rules



            6  because they are a hundred years old and the test of



            7  time is what is the common usage today.



            8                 And if we're wanting to actually change



            9  this and make it like this, we have to understand what



           10  the reality is going to be with 83 licenses.  Whenever



           11  they renew, they're going have to be all sending their



           12  people down to get new ID cards.  There are a number of



           13  bondsmen on the line.  This is not just my opinion.



           14                 Does anyone else -- any other bondsman



           15  out there have something to say?



           16                MR. GARZA:  This is Mario Garza.  I have a



           17  question.  And this is just to kind of help with the --



           18  with the issue, such questions to maybe think about.



           19                 Technically, if the license doesn't



           20  lapse, did it expire?



           21                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Yes.



           22                MR. GARZA:  If the license is renewed



           23  before it expires, does it -- is it just a continuation?



           24                 Because we're using the same license



           25  number.  We're not being issued a new -- we're not --
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            1                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  That's actually a



            2  good question, Mario.



            3                MR. GARZA:  So I'm just saying if it



            4  doesn't -- unless it lapse -- which it would be



            5  understandable.



            6                 For instance, if a bondsman missed their



            7  hearing or didn't show up and the license expired, then



            8  technically, yeah, you could see where they have to



            9  reapply for everything, even the runners and all of



           10  that.



           11                 But if technically, the license didn't



           12  lapse at all because it was renewed before it expired



           13  and there was no ...



           14                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  That's a very good



           15  question, Mario.



           16                 So if you have a license and it's



           17  renewed, therefore, it does not expire; is that correct?



           18                MR. GARZA:  It's a continuation of the same



           19  license.



           20                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Right.



           21                 Mike, what do you think about that?



           22                MR. BUTERA:  I don't have an opinion on



           23  that.  I don't know.  I think we consider an expiration



           24  date an expiration date and then the expiration -- the



           25  license expires and is renewed again if you get it
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            1  renewed before your license expires.  I'm -- I don't



            2  have any --



            3                 I'm not married to Rule F one way or the



            4  other.  I'd like to hear from the Sheriff's Department



            5  what they think, what they would prefer or if it's a



            6  good policy idea to have licensing where IDs continue



            7  forever, why it's maybe a good policy idea that makes



            8  them --



            9                SERGEANT DELEON:  So ...



           10                MR. BUTERA:  I don't know.



           11                SERGEANT DELEON:  So I can't speak for the



           12  Sergeant that I took the place of, but I can tell you



           13  that since this issue's been brought up, licenses that



           14  we issue currently, they have an expiration date which



           15  marries the expiration date of the -- the cards have an



           16  expiration date that marry the license number that it's



           17  given to.



           18                 So on any new card -- and I know there



           19  are some -- you know, there are some bondsmen that have



           20  had these cards for decades and I can't speak to what



           21  happened decades ago.  But I can tell you that, as I



           22  said before, any license that is coming out of the



           23  bonding office here to Sheriff's Office now for a runner



           24  has an expiration date.



           25                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  But if that --
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            1                 The question is, Sisto, if that license



            2  is renewed, then there wouldn't be an expiration date.



            3                SERGEANT DELEON:  Again --



            4                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Is that right?



            5                SERGEANT DELEON:  Again, I --



            6                 I personally for, you know -- this is



            7  only my opinion as, you know, representing the Sheriff's



            8  Office.  I'm okay with accountability for a bondsman and



            9  us having to renew them at the renewal of bonding



           10  applications.  You know, there are --



           11                 There are a lot of runners out there.



           12  And without any accountability, we don't know who we're



           13  receiving a bond from unless it has the bondsman's



           14  license number and an expiration date of who he's



           15  representing so ...



           16                MR. GARZA:  So are you -- this is Mario



           17  Garza again.  So is it -- the expiration of a license --



           18  I guess what you're -- when you would --



           19                 I guess if you have to go through the



           20  process of getting a license, a runner's license



           21  reissued again, they would go through the whole



           22  background.



           23                SERGEANT DELEON:  And that's even -- you



           24  know, Mario to that point, exactly.



           25                 I mean, I think it is most definitely
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            1  fair for a runner to have to go through an application



            2  process again.  Because if he did -- if he doesn't fit



            3  the box -- just like we renew licenses for bondmen -- we



            4  need to renew the license for the runner to make sure



            5  he's still fits the box and just like we do for the



            6  bondmen.



            7                MR. GARZA:  I mean, that would be the



            8  only --



            9                 For you to suggest that would be the only



           10  reason to say, okay, we want to check the runners every



           11  three years of when the license expires to make sure



           12  they're still eligible for that license.



           13                 Because otherwise, I guess, what's been



           14  happening -- and I'm just -- I'm not --



           15                 I guess what's happened is that once they



           16  get that runner license, nobody ever looks them up



           17  again.



           18                SERGEANT DELEON:  Yeah.  I think that's



           19  what happened in the past, but I can't -- again, I can't



           20  speak to what happened before, you know, before this was



           21  brought up and before we made the changes that we made



           22  here in the Sheriff's Office.



           23                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.



           24                MR. GARZA:  Okay.



           25                MR. BUTERA:  Sergeant DeLeon or Glenn.

            1                 Maybe to make it easier, I think that's a



            2  good policy reason you point out, to continue to check



            3  on people on a regular basis as posed to just saying



            4  well, it was checked 24 years ago and this licensee has



            5  never let their license lapse, then that ID card is good



            6  forever.  The draft that we wrote says the licensee



            7  cards will be issued.  If there's some middle ground --



            8  maybe you want to do that and that's perfectly fine.



            9                 If it's something short of maybe



           10  requiring a new ID card every two or three years maybe



           11  to say the ID card can be out there but there's some



           12  process they have to go through to have each employee



           13  rechecked or whatever works for y'all is fine with me.



           14  But I just -- maybe it's that tedious or a lot of work.



           15  Maybe you don't want to do that.



           16                SERGEANT DELEON:  I --



           17                 Again, I mean, I don't -- the Sheriff's



           18  Office doesn't have an issue with reissuing the runner's



           19  cards at the time the licenses are renewed.  So I mean,



           20  I'm not exactly sure why we're going around at the



           21  topic.



           22                MR. BUTERA:  If y'all are fine with it,



           23  then I have nothing to say about it.  That was just a



           24  proposal.  If it's -- if it's burdensome to do it --



           25                SERGEANT DELEON:  No.  I don't --
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            1                MR. BUTERA:  But if it's not, then ...



            2                CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.  Then does --



            3                 Is there anybody else on the line that



            4  has anything to say about this?



            5                MR. GARZA:  Again, this is Mario and this



            6  is just -- I'm speaking for the bondsmen in the fact



            7  that --



            8                 I don't have a lot of runners but there



            9  are a lot of bondsmen that do have like -- you know,



           10  they could have 20 runners -- 15 runners and that means



           11  that they're going to have to submit 15 applications



           12  again, correct?



           13                SERGEANT DELEON:  Yes.  That would be the



           14  best -- yes.



           15                MR. GARZA:  Okay.  I'm just making sure



           16  that I was -- that's going to be a process.  They're



           17  going to have to redo each application ...



           18                SERGEANT DELEON:  So let me -- let me give



           19  you -- so let me give you my view on this, Mario.



           20                 So my view is this.  On the application



           21  when you submit a renewal, correct?



           22                 MR. GARZA:  Right.



           23                SERGEANT DELEON:  We ask on the



           24  application -- on the renewal application -- for your



           25  employees that you've listed and we run those employees
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            1  when we get your application for renewal, right?



            2                MR. GARZA:  Yeah.



            3                SERGEANT DELEON:  So why would a bond



            4  runner be any different, in regards to take that time to



            5  run them to make sure they still fit 1704 and they are



            6  able to -- or they're qualified to be representing the



            7  bonding company.



            8                MR. GARZA:  As a matter of business and to



            9  be -- with good faith to the public, I can actually

·to the Sheriff's Department and mingling and voting and11·


·whatnot.··So perhaps, we could consider an amendment, if12·

·where a ballot could be signed and notarized and emailed14·


·to the Sheriff's Department for this year only.15·

·discussion to have, Glenn.··I'll just point out one17·


·change we proposed both in the nomination section which18·


·is (c) and (d), election place and time section which is19·


·(e), is that because the sheriff is administrating the20·


·election, in the old Rule C(1), we had noted that they21·


·would follow a procedure that the Sheriff's Office would22·


·post on the Bail Bond Board web site.23·


· · · · · · · ··               I think that's a great time-proofing24·


·measure because it means that as procedures change year25·
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·from year, the sheriff can post the procedure on the web·1·


·site, it's available for everyone to see and it's not·2·


·codified in the rule whereas with every emergency and·3·


·action that's come up, we had to go back and amend the·4·


·rule.·5·


· · · · · · · ··               For example, in 2017, we had to have an·6·


·emergency amendment for Harvey which was still left in·7·


·the rule.··I think by an oversight of everyone, it·8·


·remained in the rule -- that's D(2).··It remained in the·9·


·rule as if we were going to do it that way forever and10·


·it never got addressed.11·


· · · · · · · ··               So our proposal would be for C and D, to12·


·rewrite it to say, you know, that the Sheriff's Office13·


·Bonding Division would post the information regarding14·

·bonding representative and only criminal defense·9·


·attorneys who are licensed can vote for the criminal10·

· · · · · · · ·              MR. MCKINNEY:··Dylan, the --12·


· · · · · · · ··               The year after I was either first or13·


·second elected to the Board, the vote -- which I lost --14·


·was 2 to 1.··Glenn --15·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. OSBORNE:··Yeah.··It's probably a pretty16·


·low turnout.··So I'm wondering how big is the concern17·


·about in-person voting.··I'm not sure.18·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. MCKINNEY:··I ...19·


· · · · · · · ·              SERGEANT DELEON:··Well -- so ...20·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. MCKINNEY:··I don't think the --21·


· · · · · · · ··               I think the biggest concern is --22·


·especially from the defense lawyer side -- is the most23·


·lawyers are not down at the courthouse at all, much24·


·less, regularly.··So voting would require people to25·
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·drive in to vote that would not ordinarily would not be·1·


·there because --·2·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··And surety companies·3·


·would be the same way.·4·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. MCKINNEY:··The overwhelmingly majority·5·


·of court appearances are still being made by Zoom, not·6·

· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··But again, this is·8·


·for this year only.··Next year will be an entirely·9·


·different set of circumstances provided, of course, the10·


·virus situation is contained.11·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. MOORE:··Glenn, this is Roger Moore.12·


· · · · · · · ··               Can I jump in here for just a minute?13·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Please, absolutely.14·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. MOORE:··There are a number of counties15·


·that conduct their elections by mail.··Now, under the16·


·law, it still has to be a secret ballot election so I17·


·think you're suggesting about a notarized signed18·


·(inaudible.) email would not comply with that.··But what19·


·the Board would --20·


· · · · · · · ··               What the Boards would do that conduct21·


·theirs by mail is to be administered -- after the22·


·nominations are made, the administrators sends out a23·


·ballot to every eligible voter and then they are24·


·returned in an envelope that they sign and a second25·
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·envelope inside of that is not signed.··So it's kind of·1·


·like a mailed vote that people have to do for an·2·


·absentee vote.·3·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. MCKINNEY:··Roger --·4·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. OSBORNE:··So -- so --·5·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. MCKINNEY:··Roger, that works great for·6·


·the bondsmen but there are well in excess of 10,000·7·


·eligible voters on the defense lawyer's side.·8·

· · · · · · · ·              MR. MOORE:··I get it.··And you certainly10·


·don't want to --11·

·responsibility of mailing out vote ballots because we15·

·bar number -- but that's for the Board to discuss and·4·

·in the old rule laid out -- I hear what Troy is saying.·7·


·These are just thoughts but it is good to have in the·8·


·rule how the actual election will take place.··Our idea·9·


·when we changed D., initially is just to reflect the10·


·fact that under C., for nominations, the Sheriff's11·


·Office couldn't decide how they were going to conduct it12·

·wouldn't it be nice if the Sheriff's Office could post20·


·their elections -- what did we say -- post the, you21·

·Troy's point, though, that maybe that's not a good idea24·


·to leave that out of the rules and solely leave it up to25·
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·the Sheriff's Office.·1·


· · · · · · · ··               Troy, you're actually on mute.·2·


· · · · · · · ··               Troy, I see you talking but you're still·3·


·on mute, sorry.·4·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. MCKINNEY:··Sorry.··(Inaudible.), I·5·


·didn't have the screen up so it wasn't working.·6·


· · · · · · · ··               Looking at your E(1), I think if we added·7·


·a clause at the end of that said "as periodically·8·


·approved by the Bail Bond Board" or " is periodically·9·


·provided by the Bail Bond Board", something like that,10·


·that I think that -- I think that addresses my concerns.11·


·And this is a rule that the Board will approve whatever12·


·is going to happen with the election as far as time and13·


·place -- time and place at least.··And we've14·

· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··All right then.··Then14·


·going on to the last item on our agenda.15·


· · · · · · · ··               Number 13, Local Rule's workgroup meeting16·


·will begin follow the conclusion of the regular meeting17·


·to to Bail Bond Board to discuss changes and updates on18·


·Sections 25 through 26 -- which is what we've talked19·


·about.··Rules and forms to discuss and20·


·consider previously considered changes Section 121·


·through 25 -- which takes us to the Harris County Bail22·


·Bond Board Local Rules which has been supplied to us by23·


·Mr. Butera with the changes in red or X-ed -- outlined24·


·out and with comments in yellow.25·

·get to page 6, I don't have a problem with it.·2·


· · · · · · · ··               Is there anyone that has anything to say·3·


·in the previous pages 1 through 5?·4·


· · · · · · · ·              MS. VILLARREAL:··Yes.··Irene Villarreal·5·


·here.··Can y'all hear me?·6·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Yes, ma'am.·7·


· · · · · · · ·              MS. VILLARREAL:··From Amigos Bonding.··I·8·


·have a question in particular on page 2, Item 5.·9·


· · · · · · · ··               The question that I have is:··How will10·


·the timing now ascertain the value of property?11·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··I mean -- this is Michael12·


·Butera.13·


· · · · · · · ··               Can I ask you:··Do you mean 5 that it's14·


·struck out as the old rule --15·


· · · · · · · ·              MS. VILLARREAL:··Yes.16·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··Or the renumbered 5 that was17·


·Rule Number 6?18·


· · · · · · · ·              MS. VILLARREAL:··I'm looking at No. 5 where19·


·everything's been struck out.20·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··Okay.··I think the answer to21·


·that -- I don't know.··Maybe other Board Members can22·


·weigh in.23·


· · · · · · · ··               The County has always ascertained the24·


·value of property including the Occupations Code which25·
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·is to say it can be two ways even by the value from the·1·

·offense committed in Harris County unless the surety is·4·


·duly licensed under the authority of the Board.··This·5·


·does not apply to the defendants in the Harris County·6·


·jail who will be tried only in courts other than Harris·7·


·County."·8·


· · · · · · · ··               That has been struck out which would mean·9·


·that any bondsman in the State of Texas -- including the10·


·brother-in-law, a sheriff in "Polky" County whose11·


·just -- these sheriff says okay, you can write bonds.12·


·He can come in here and post a bond or a Harris County13·


·bond.··And this had been a problem.··And in the past, it14·


·had been determined that you can -- in order to post a15·


·Harris County bond with a defendant in Harris County,16·


·you had to be a licensed Harris County agent just like17·


·in other counties.18·

· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Speak up, Mario.20·

· · · · · · · ··               Removing that kind of thing -- removing23·


·that No. 18, would that be a clearance of almost24·


·operating like a non-Board county?25·

· · · · · · · ··               I'll just say for everyone's benefit.··I·4·


·hope this is not our final pass-through with the rules·5·


·with the idea of taking a vote at the end of this·6·


·because I'm certainly not ready to do that.·7·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··I agree.·8·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··It's good to go back and·9·


·glance at those things and repropose those questions.10·

·have any issues?13·


· · · · · · · ··               The next issue that I had marked was on14·


·page 9.··And we had discussed last month about the ID15·

·Butera, just for the record.18·


· · · · · · · ··               Is that the fee question, Glenn, or is19·

· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··It's not a fee21·


·question.22·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··Okay.23·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··That's in the next24·


·section.··And I think there's some AG opinions in25·


Page 84


·regarding that.··But this is about the expiration of our·1·


·ID cards.··And every time you got your license renewed,·2·


·you would have to get all of your people who have ID·3·


·cards to go down and reapply.·4·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··You're talking about·5·


·Subsection F and -- is that correct?·6·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Yes, that's correct.·7·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··So the old rule read that the·8·


·license -- or excuse me -- the ID card would expire on·9·


·the same date the license expired and had to be renewed.10·


·The new rule proposal reads that they will be issued11·


·upon approval of the associated licensee's renewal.12·


· · · · · · · ··               So both the old rule and the new proposal13·


·require renewal process for ID cards.14·


· · · · · · · ··               Tell me what you're -- what you're seeing15·


·about that.16·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··It's --17·


· · · · · · · ··               The difficulty is the people who you have18·


·that have ID cards, runners -- and I -- we all have19·


·several runners that take bonds because they have lives20·


·and they're out of town or they're sick or whatever.21·


·And every time that you renew your license, you're going22·


·to have to send all of those runners down with new23·


·applications to get a new ID card.24·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··Wasn't that what was happening25·
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·under the old review?··Or probably --·1·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··No.·2·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··-- been happening as the old·3·


·rule read --·4·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··No.·5·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··-- but been happening for --·6·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Once you entered --·7·


·issued an ID card, that card was with that license for·8·


·the duration of the license.·9·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··Well, I'd ask you to read the10·


·old rule.··It says:··"An ID cards issued under this11·


·local rule shall expire on the same date the license12·


·that it is associated with expires and may not be13·


·renewed without actual issuance for periods of 24 months14·

·experience -- and I'm you telling that that's not the23·


·reality of it.··The reality of it was when you --24·


· · · · · · · ··               A person was issued an ID card until that25·
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·ID card was turned in or until you wrote an email or a·1·


·letter to the Sheriff's Department, that ID card stayed·2·


·valid with the -- throughout the license.·3·


· · · · · · · ··               And I do recognize what you're saying;·4·


·but again, that's why we're focussing on all these rules·5·


·because they are a hundred years old and the test of·6·


·time is what is the common usage today.·7·


· · · · · · · ··               And if we're wanting to actually change·8·


·this and make it like this, we have to understand what·9·


·the reality is going to be with 83 licenses.··Whenever10·


·they renew, they're going have to be all sending their11·


·people down to get new ID cards.··There are a number of12·


·bondsmen on the line.··This is not just my opinion.13·


· · · · · · · ··               Does anyone else -- any other bondsman14·


·out there have something to say?15·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. GARZA:··This is Mario Garza.··I have a16·


·question.··And this is just to kind of help with the --17·


·with the issue, such questions to maybe think about.18·


· · · · · · · ··               Technically, if the license doesn't19·


·lapse, did it expire?20·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Yes.21·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. GARZA:··If the license is renewed22·


·before it expires, does it -- is it just a continuation?23·


· · · · · · · ··               Because we're using the same license24·


·number.··We're not being issued a new -- we're not --25·
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· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··That's actually a·1·


·good question, Mario.·2·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. GARZA:··So I'm just saying if it·3·


·doesn't -- unless it lapse -- which it would be·4·


·understandable.·5·


· · · · · · · ··               For instance, if a bondsman missed their·6·


·hearing or didn't show up and the license expired, then·7·


·technically, yeah, you could see where they have to·8·


·reapply for everything, even the runners and all of·9·


·that.10·


· · · · · · · ··               But if technically, the license didn't11·


·lapse at all because it was renewed before it expired12·


·and there was no ...13·

·other.··I'd like to hear from the Sheriff's Department·4·


·what they think, what they would prefer or if it's a·5·


·good policy idea to have licensing where IDs continue·6·


·forever, why it's maybe a good policy idea that makes·7·


·them --·8·


· · · · · · · ·              SERGEANT DELEON:··So ...·9·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. BUTERA:··I don't know.10·


· · · · · · · ·              SERGEANT DELEON:··So I can't speak for the11·


·Sergeant that I took the place of, but I can tell you12·


·that since this issue's been brought up, licenses that13·


·we issue currently, they have an expiration date which14·


·marries the expiration date of the -- the cards have an15·


·expiration date that marry the license number that it's16·


·given to.17·


· · · · · · · ··               So on any new card -- and I know there18·


·are some -- you know, there are some bondsmen that have19·


·had these cards for decades and I can't speak to what20·


·happened decades ago.··But I can tell you that, as I21·

·has an expiration date.24·

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· · · · · · · ··               The question is, Sisto, if that license·1·


·is renewed, then there wouldn't be an expiration date.·2·


· · · · · · · ·              SERGEANT DELEON:··Again --·3·


· · · · · · · ·              CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:··Is that right?·4·


· · · · · · · ·              SERGEANT DELEON:··Again, I --·5·


· · · · · · · ··               I personally for, you know -- this is·6·


·only my opinion as, you know, representing the Sheriff's·7·


·Office.··I'm okay with accountability for a bondsman and·8·


·us having to renew them at the renewal of bonding·9·


·applications.··You know, there are --10·


· · · · · · · ··               There are a lot of runners out there.11·


·And without any accountability, we don't know who we're12·


·receiving a bond from unless it has the bondsman's13·


·license number and an expiration date of who he's14·


·representing so ...15·


· · · · · · · ·              MR. GARZA:··So are you -- this is Mario16·


·Garza again.··So is it -- the expiration of a license --17·


·I guess what you're -- when you would --18·


· · · · · · · ··               I guess if you have to go through the19·


·process of getting a license, a runner's license20·


·reissued again, they would go through the whole21·


·background.22·


· · · · · · · ·              SERGEANT DELEON:··And that's even -- you23·


·know, Mario to that point, exactly.24·


· · · · · · · ··               I mean, I think it is most definitely25·
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·fair for a runner to have to go through an application·1·


·process again.··Because if he did -- if he doesn't fit·2·


·the box -- just like we renew licenses for bondmen -- we·3·

 6                 MR. OSBORNE:  No questions.

13                 MALE:  Thank you, Glenn.

14                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  All right.  Number --

15                  Yes?  Yes?

16                  Okay.  Number 11, request made by FCS

20                  Mr. Trevino, are you on the line?

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 1                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Darius, I'm --

 2   forgive me.

 3                  All right.  Sergeant DeLeon ...

 4                 SERGEANT DELEON:  I have no questions.

 5                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Judge -- Mr. Osborne.

 6                 MR. OSBORNE:  No questions.

 7                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Judge Scott ...

 8                 HONORABLE SCOTT:  No questions.

 9                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Ms. Kase ...

10                 MS. KASE:  No questions.

11                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Mr. Butera ...

12                 MR. BUTERA:  No questions.

13                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Judge Martin ...

14                 HONORABLE MARTIN:  (No response.)

15                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Mr. McKinney ...

16                 MR. MCKINNEY:  Is the old phone number

17   still going to be operative?

18                 MR. TREVINO:  No, sir.

19                 MR. MCKINNEY:  Is it going the forwarded to

20   the new number in some way?

21                 MR. TREVINO:  No.  I'm getting rid that

22   number altogether.

23                 MR. MCKINNEY:  Okay.  How are people who

24   have done business who have pending open matters going

25   to know how to contact you without some, you know --
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 1                  How are they going to know how to contact

 2   you if the number they have doesn't work?

 3                 MR. TREVINO:  I have very few people on

 4   bond currently.  I will get in touch with everybody and

 5   let them know of the new phone number change.

 6                 MR. MCKINNEY:  Okay.  Thank you.

 7                 MR. TREVINO:  Yeah.

 8                 MR. MCKINNEY:  No further questions.

 9                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Ms. Snively ...

10                 MS. SNIVELY:  No -- no questions.

11                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Chair will

12   entertain ...

13                 MR. BUTERA:  Michael Butera.  I'll make a

14   motion to approve.

15                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Thank you.

16                 MR. OSBORNE:  Dylan Osborne, second.

17                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Thank you.

18                  Any other discussion?

19                  All those in favor, signify by saying

20   aye.

21                 THE BOARD:  Aye.

22                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Any opposed?  Any

23   abstentions?

24                  Thank you, Mr. Trevino.  It's been

25   approved.
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 1                 MR. TREVINO:  Thank you.

 2                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.  Number 12 is

 3   consideration, discussion and action regarding Local

 4   Rule 25, Election of Certain Bail Bond Board Members to

 5   prepare for the upcoming Bail Bond Board elections.

 6                  That was included in our packet.  And I

 7   looked it over.  And except for renumbering it, I don't

 8   see any changes made or contemplated.

 9                 MR. BUTERA:  Glenn, this is Michael Butera.

10   If I can just very quickly.

11                  So we sent out a couple of things the

12   Sheriff's Office helped us distribute as part of the

13   packet.  There's a redline version of the rules because

14   we just wanted to update the Board on, of course, all of

15   the work that we've done thus far.  That's a 12-page

16   PDF.

17                  Rule 25 on page 10, unfortunately the "2"

18   cut off before the "5" so that's what you may be

19   referring to by renumbering.  That was unintentional.

20   That's a clean copy of the rules which what's been

21   discussed so far because Rule 25 hasn't been discussed

22   yet.  Today, we've got to make some changes to it.

23                  But what we did do just proactively to

24   try to give anyone a head start was take a look at

25   Rule 25.  Because we've got to come up with some Rule 25
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 1   changes at this meeting in order to have those changes

 2   passed in time for the election this year.  So we also

 3   sent out a single word document entitled "Election Rule

 4   25 Proposed Drafts 2", is what it looks like.  And

 5   Leslie sent that out this morning just to try to get the

 6   discussion started on Rule 25.

 7                  I hope everyone got that just so we can

 8   talk about it.

 9                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  You know ...

10                 MR. BUTERA:  Glenn, if you didn't, for some

11   reason, I can send you it to right now but Leslie sent

12   it this morning.

13                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  I can look it up here

14   in just one second.  And I thought I looked at it, and I

15   didn't see any changes.  This is called Item --

16                  This is C 12, Election Rule 25, Election

17   of Certain Bail Bond Board Members.  And it starts off

18   at the top, 25, but I don't see any suggested changes or

19   additions.

20                 MR. BUTERA:  It's not a redline version,

21   Glenn, because we changed -- there was so many massive

22   changes that it would have just been a mess to do it

23   that way.  My suggest would be -- of course, however the

24   Board wants to do it is fine.

25                  But we take side-by-side the existing
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 1   Rule 25 and maybe just do a proposed draft as a starting

 2   point for discussion and see if those changes are, you

 3   know, good enough for the Board or if there are

 4   certainly input from other Members about what they think

 5   is a better idea.

 6                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  I did not give a

 7   draft.

 8                 MR. BUTERA:  Okay.

 9                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  A proposed draft.

10                 MR. BUTERA:  I'll send it to you right now,

11   Glenn.

12                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.

13                 MR. BUTERA:  Was there anyone else on the

14   Board who needed it?

15                  I can certainly distribute that as we

16   need to.

17                 MS. KASE:  You know, I got the -- what was

18   Election Rule 25-Proposed Draft-2, the PDF but I don't

19   really see a lot of changes from this -- for that.

20                 MR. BUTERA:  I've got (inaudible.)  There's

21   been a ton of changes there.  So we can --

22                  If y'all want to go through it, we could

23   talk about what those are and I can point out what we

24   changed item by item.

25                 MS. KASE:  Yeah.  I'm just wondering -- I'm
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 1   sorry -- but it's the wrong document with PDF and sent

 2   out as the proposed draft.

 3                  MR. BUTERA:  I think when you --

 4                  I think you do have the right one,

 5   Kathryn.  If it starts out --

 6                  The first change is in A-1 where it

 7   should show "surety representative dash".  If yours

 8   starts out like that, then you have the proposed

 9   changes.

10                 MS. KASE:  Oh, okay, okay.

11                 MR. BUTERA:  And Glenn, I'm getting this to

12   you as quickly as I can.

13                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  I'm sitting here

14   waiting with baby breath.

15                 MR. BUTERA:  All right.  It has been sent

16   to your email.

17                 HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  Speaking, Judge

18   Rodriguez.  Hello, everyone.  Can you hear me?

19                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Yes.  Thank you for

20   joining us, Judge Rodriguez.

21                 HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  Thank you, Chair.

22                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  We missed you.

23                 HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  I'd like to propose

24   --  thank you.  I missed you, too.

25                  Were those changes also emailed to me?
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 1                  I believe Leslie Rubio has an email of

 2   one of my clerks where it can be printed out for me.

 3                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  I'm getting it now.

 4                 Okay.  Mike, I got what you sent me, but I

 5   don't see any changes to it.

 6                 MR. BUTERA:  So again, Glenn and everyone.

 7   So the document that just contains Rule 25 is not a

 8   redline version because there were so many things

 9   tweaked that it would just be a mess to strike -- to

10   strike through the underline.  My proposal would be --

11                  If everyone wants to; if not, we can do

12   it however everyone else would like to, is to have a

13   side by side comparison and just go point by point

14   through Rule 25 as it exist and then Rule 25 as -- just

15   to get the discussion started, the proposal that we

16   circulated but it's up to y'all.

17                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  I don't see a

18   proposal, and I've got what you just sent me.  I'm --

19                  You know, I must be missing something.

20                 MR. BUTERA:  What you got is the proposal.

21                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  By golly, I hear what

22   you're saying; but it looks like to me -- I don't

23   see ...

24                 MR. MCKINNEY:  It's not the same.  There

25   are some changes in it.  The ...
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 1                 MR. BUTERA:  As an example, maybe -- and

 2   this will help determine if everyone has the same

 3   document in front of them.

 4                  For 25(a), we had used the phrase from

 5   the Occupations Code -- a licensed Bail Bond surety or

 6   agent for a corporate surety Board Member and No. 2, a

 7   criminal defense attorney who is practicing in the

 8   county -- we had used that phrase and carried it through

 9   the entire rule and it got very difficult because we

10   were always going to continue using that phrase.

11                  So we just said surety representative and

12   then defined as it is defined in the Occupations Code.

13   And then defense attorney representative, again, defined

14   it as it is in the Occupations Code and used those terms

15   throughout the proposed rule to (inaudible.) and clean

16   them up a bit.

17                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  That's fine.

18                 MR. BUTERA:  Really only changed to

19   Rule (a).  But part of this, too, is to have a larger

20   discussion -- and I know Sheriff's Office needs to play

21   a big role in this discussion.

22                  Because we need to decide:  Do we want to

23   and is it possible for the Sheriff's Office to

24   facilitate an in-person election as they have done in

25   the past?  Is that desirable?  Are there different ways
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 1   we can do it?

 2                  So there are things that were a part of

 3   this rule that we certainly would need to discuss as we

 4   go through it.

 5                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  You know, in the

 6   past, the feeling was we deleted -- "we", I say the Bail

 7   Bond Board and the bonding community -- deleted the

 8   proxies because that was being misused at one point.

 9   This year, we have the COVID 19 issue to deal with.  And

10   we certainly want to avoid a bunch of people coming down

11   to the Sheriff's Department and mingling and voting and

12   whatnot.  So perhaps, we could consider an amendment, if

13   you will, for the 2020 year for the voting procedures

14   where a ballot could be signed and notarized and emailed

15   to the Sheriff's Department for this year only.

16                 MR. BUTERA:  And that's certainly a great

17   discussion to have, Glenn.  I'll just point out one

18   change we proposed both in the nomination section which

19   is (c) and (d), election place and time section which is

20   (e), is that because the sheriff is administrating the

21   election, in the old Rule C(1), we had noted that they

22   would follow a procedure that the Sheriff's Office would

23   post on the Bail Bond Board web site.

24                  I think that's a great time-proofing

25   measure because it means that as procedures change year
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 1   from year, the sheriff can post the procedure on the web

 2   site, it's available for everyone to see and it's not

 3   codified in the rule whereas with every emergency and

 4   action that's come up, we had to go back and amend the

 5   rule.

 6                  For example, in 2017, we had to have an

 7   emergency amendment for Harvey which was still left in

 8   the rule.  I think by an oversight of everyone, it

 9   remained in the rule -- that's D(2).  It remained in the

10   rule as if we were going to do it that way forever and

11   it never got addressed.

12                  So our proposal would be for C and D, to

13   rewrite it to say, you know, that the Sheriff's Office

14   Bonding Division would post the information regarding

15   nominations in the election process on the Bail Bond

16   Board's web site.

17                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  That's all right.

18                 MR. OSBORNE:  Hey, Chair.  This is Dylan.

19                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Yes, sir.

20                 MR. OSBORNE:  A quick question.

21                  Does anyone know off the top of their

22   head or have handy roughly how many people vote in this

23   election?

24                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  It varies, Dylan,

25   from the election to election.  There's been as few as
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 1   15 or 21 times and there's been as many as 50 or 60

 2   another time.

 3                 MR. OSBORNE:  But we're not talking about

 4   thousands of people showing up to vote in person --

 5                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  No.  It's only --

 6   only people who are licensed --

 7                 MR. OSBORNE:  Right.

 8                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  -- can vote for the

 9   bonding representative and only criminal defense

10   attorneys who are licensed can vote for the criminal

11   defense attorney.

12                 MR. MCKINNEY:  Dylan, the --

13                  The year after I was either first or

14   second elected to the Board, the vote -- which I lost --

15   was 2 to 1.  Glenn --

16                 MR. OSBORNE:  Yeah.  It's probably a pretty

17   low turnout.  So I'm wondering how big is the concern

18   about in-person voting.  I'm not sure.

19                 MR. MCKINNEY:  I ...

20                 SERGEANT DELEON:  Well -- so ...

21                 MR. MCKINNEY:  I don't think the --

22                  I think the biggest concern is --

23   especially from the defense lawyer side -- is the most

24   lawyers are not down at the courthouse at all, much

25   less, regularly.  So voting would require people to
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 1   drive in to vote that would not ordinarily would not be

 2   there because --

 3                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  And surety companies

 4   would be the same way.

 5                 MR. MCKINNEY:  The overwhelmingly majority

 6   of court appearances are still being made by Zoom, not

 7   in person.

 8                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  But again, this is

 9   for this year only.  Next year will be an entirely

10   different set of circumstances provided, of course, the

11   virus situation is contained.

12                 MR. MOORE:  Glenn, this is Roger Moore.

13                  Can I jump in here for just a minute?

14                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Please, absolutely.

15                 MR. MOORE:  There are a number of counties

16   that conduct their elections by mail.  Now, under the

17   law, it still has to be a secret ballot election so I

18   think you're suggesting about a notarized signed

19   (inaudible.) email would not comply with that.  But what

20   the Board would --

21                  What the Boards would do that conduct

22   theirs by mail is to be administered -- after the

23   nominations are made, the administrators sends out a

24   ballot to every eligible voter and then they are

25   returned in an envelope that they sign and a second
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 1   envelope inside of that is not signed.  So it's kind of

 2   like a mailed vote that people have to do for an

 3   absentee vote.

 4                 MR. MCKINNEY:  Roger --

 5                 MR. OSBORNE:  So -- so --

 6                 MR. MCKINNEY:  Roger, that works great for

 7   the bondsmen but there are well in excess of 10,000

 8   eligible voters on the defense lawyer's side.

 9                 SERGEANT DELEON:  Yeah.

10                 MR. MOORE:  I get it.  And you certainly

11   don't want to --

12                 SERGEANT DELEON:  Yeah.  And so wait a

13   minute.  And you're talking about who would do that.  So

14   I know the Sheriff's Office wouldn't want to take the

15   responsibility of mailing out vote ballots because we

16   don't do that now so -- and cost associated with it as

17   well.  So what is --

18                  What is the objection with being able to

19   do it via email to the Sheriff's --

20                 MR. RAMSEY:  It would not be secret if

21   those ballots are signed.  I mean, there's basically no

22   way to send an anonymous email here.

23                 MR. OSBORNE:  Yeah.  And we wouldn't accept

24   an anonymous email either because --

25                 SERGEANT DELEON:  Well -- okay.
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 1                 MR. MCKINNEY:  As much I would like on

 2   behalf of the defense lawyers for people eligible to

 3   vote from this side to have something that would solve

 4   all these issues, I'm not sure there is something that

 5   will solve all these issues that applies complies with

 6   the law as it exists today unless we want to go to the

 7   governor and ask him to suspend the statute for the

 8   (inaudible.) of us and everybody else and we're not

 9   going to get that done today, obviously.  My --

10                  On a slightly different tact, looking at

11   the proposal rule, my -- it's not that I don't trust the

12   Sheriff's Department but there's nothing in this

13   proposed new rule that has anything about the time,

14   place, duration of the voting.

15                 MR. BUTERA:  Excuse me.  Well, Troy, I

16   would invite you to draft something.  Our problem was in

17   trying to tweak the old rule and just not knowing what

18   the Board would want to do.  This was very sloppily done

19   in the past about -- obviously, the (inaudible.) closed.

20   We had it there for a time, 2017 meant that we couldn't

21   be here.  We made a change in 2017 which the Board never

22   revisited.

23                  I hear what you're saying.  If the Board

24   wants to numerate what that is, then we're going to have

25   to come up with it.  It won't stand the test of time,
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 1   and we'll have to revisit it every reelection cycle.

 2                 MR. MCKINNEY:  With the exception of the --

 3   of not having anything in there about when the election

 4   is to take place or whether the Board is going to

 5   approval the when and how on an annual basis -- which I

 6   think might be the easiest way to do it --  I've got no

 7   problem with the rest of it.  I do have one note.

 8   Perhaps Tommy can weigh in on this.

 9                  I've got some concerns under the Open

10   Meetings Act on us taking action on something that was

11   just sent to people at 9:00 o'clock this morning.

12                 MR. GARZA:  Excuse me, guys.  Hello?

13                  Can you guys hear me?

14                 SERGEANT DELEON:  Yes.

15                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Barely.

16                 MR. GARZA:  This is Mario Garza.  I was

17   going to -- I was thinking.

18                  Would you guys be able to possibly

19   imagine in the voting ballot on the defense bar's web

20   site and then let them download it so that way, it's

21   secret?

22                 MR. OSBORNE:  (Inaudible.)

23                 MR. GARZA:  Image it in on your -- so that

24   any defense person -- any defense attorney can download

25   it on their end which would alleviate the cost that
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 1   DeLeon was talking about.

 2                 MR. MCKINNEY:  Well, here's the problem

 3   with that.  Once somebody downloads the thing, sent it

 4   to anybody in the world and there's no way to control

 5   who actually has that ballot without their name being

 6   disclosed when they send in the ballot.

 7                 HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  I second what Counsel

 8   McKinney has -- is saying.

 9                 MR. GARZA:  Or even possibly --

10                  Well, I guess it wouldn't be secret if

11   you send a copy of their (inaudible.).

12                 MR. OSBORNE:  Right.

13                 MR. MCKINNEY:  Hey, Tommy, are you still

14   there?

15                 MR. RAMSEY:  Yeah, I'm here.

16                 MR. MCKINNEY:  Do we have Opening Meetings

17   Act issues with voting on something that we just sent

18   everybody at 9:00 o'clock this morning?

19                 MR. RAMSEY:  No.  Because these are the

20   rules that are being discussed in terms of what changes

21   are going to be made, you know.  I view the -- what was

22   sent around essentially to backup for the item.

23                 MR. BUTERA:  If I can say -- I mean, Tommy

24   and the Board.  I'm not married to these rules.  I just

25   didn't foresee anyone else going through Rules 25 and
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 1   doing all the grunt work to revise it.  So we took a

 2   little bit of an initiative to try to do that.  It was

 3   sent as a note that -- that I made for Board to

 4   consider.

 5                  We can ditch the whole thing and start

 6   over.  The thing was properly noticed on the agenda

 7   because I asked for it to be added on the agenda.  It

 8   wasn't on there already to actually take action on

 9   Rule 25.  So whatever the Board's pleasure is, is fine

10   with me.

11                 MR. RAMSEY:  Yeah.  It specifically

12   mentions changing up (inaudible.) and 26.  I think

13   that's sufficient notice of the act.

14                 MR. BUTERA:  That would mean, Troy, that no

15   one could bring their notes or thoughts to the Board and

16   circulate them among the Members unless they were

17   distributed as part of the packet which obviously not

18   correct.

19                 MR. MCKINNEY:  I'm not arguing it is.  I

20   just -- I had a question and I think Tommy answered it.

21                 MR. BUTERA:  I just wanted to make sure we

22   were kosher on that so yeah, okay.

23                 MR. MCKINNEY:  I did, too.  That was my

24   point.  I wanted to make sure we weren't stepping off a

25   cliff.
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 1                 MR. BUTERA:  Got you.

 2                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  There's a lot of

 3   different thoughts about this.  And at this time, I

 4   don't see a real consensus.  The elections actually

 5   won't take place until December.

 6                  So perhaps, if the Board's pleasure, we

 7   should table this until next month and --

 8                 SERGEANT DELEON:  No, no.

 9                 MR. BUTERA:  Nominations take place in

10   November.

11                 SERGEANT DELEON:  Yeah.  Nominations are in

12   November.

13                 MR. BUTERA:  And it takes place --

14                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  The nominations are,

15   yeah.

16                 MR. BUTERA:  So ...

17                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  What's the Board's

18   pleasure?

19                 MR. MCKINNEY:  Well, the current rule have

20   already -- and I don't have it pulled up in front of

21   me -- but the current rule already has a process for

22   nominations.  I don't know we need to do anything about

23   other than agree on dates, correct?

24                 MR. BUTERA:  Yes.  The old rule is actually

25   incorrect because we changed -- if anyone has a copy of
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 1   the old rule nominations, it's Section C.  And then 3(b)

 2   spells out when the nominating period will begin.

 3                  It's incorrect because we used to meet on

 4   a Tuesday, the second Tuesday of every month and we've

 5   now switched that to Wednesdays.  So it used to read for

 6   subsequent years, the nomination period will begin on a

 7   Tuesday of the November Board meeting and will end on

 8   the Friday of the same week which is no longer our

 9   practice.  So in the proposed change, we changed that to

10   nomination period will be Monday through Friday on the

11   week of the November Board meeting.

12                  And doesn't it matter -- "spacially",

13   it's impossible to comply with the rules as written

14   because we no longer meet on that Tuesday in

15   November.

16                 MR. MCKINNEY:  All right.  I am completely

17   okay if we decide to do for purposes of getting the

18   amendment or the nominations done in November to either

19   have a motion that passes that have it occur then or

20   amend the rule for that purpose today and maybe we can

21   do some more work and we'll see where we are in November

22   about how we might deal with deductive voting in

23   December.

24                 HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  I see what you --

25                 MR. MCKINNEY:  (Inaudible.)
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 1                 HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  I see what you're --

 2   where you're getting at, Counsel McKinney.

 3                  Judge Rodriguez.  I move to table this to

 4   next month and we can re-notice on the same rules.

 5                 MR. BUTERA:  Well, we -- if -- I'm sorry.

 6                  But if you want to see if there's a

 7   second, Glenn.  I would just comment that we have to

 8   have some --

 9                  My comment would be we need to change

10   something about that single nomination part before that

11   November period starts such as my proposal.

12                 MR. MCKINNEY:  Hey, Mike, I've got that

13   section pulled up in front of -- I've got the rule

14   pulled up.

15                  Which rule is it so I can -- it's 25 ...

16                 MR. BUTERA:  Sure.  It's 25 (c)(3)(b).

17                 MR. MCKINNEY:  Okay.

18                 MR. OSBORNE:  Chair, (inaudible.)

19                 MR. MCKINNEY:  I move --

20                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Wait a minute.

21   Excuse me.  Someone was addressing the Chair?

22                 MR. OSBORNE:  Yes, sir.  I believe you have

23   a motion on the floor.

24                  Did it ever receive a second?

25                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  It did not.  Let me
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 1   see if there is a second.

 2                  I do have a motion on the floor to table

 3   this.

 4                 HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  I do.  I can wait on

 5   my motion for Counsel McKinney to look at the rule to

 6   see if it's necessary to tweak it, to change the date

 7   from the Tuesday to a Wednesday.  I (inaudible.).

 8                  It doesn't sound necessary because it

 9   says nominations begin on a Tuesday.  That doesn't mean

10   that it has to be -- occur on a Tuesday.

11                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.

12                 HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  I'll wait.

13                 MR. MCKINNEY:  I -- okay.  Looking at

14   Section 3(b) -- oh, wait a minute.  I don't --

15                  Looking at 3(b), I don't know that we

16   have to change anything.  Nomination period will begin

17   on the Tuesday of the November Board meeting -- says on

18   the Tuesday of when the November Board meeting takes

19   place.

20                  I know that we probably meant it to be

21   the Tuesday Board meeting, but I don't think that's the

22   only interpretation of it.  We'll end on the Friday of

23   the same week.  I think this will allow nominations to

24   occur during the week of our November Board meeting from

25   Tuesday -- Tuesday to Friday.
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 1                 MR. OSBORNE:  Why we only have four days of

 2   nominations?  Why such an odd number?

 3                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Who was that?

 4                 MR. OSBORNE:  Dylan Osborne.

 5                 MR. MCKINNEY:  We used to have our meetings

 6   on Tuesdays.

 7                 MR. OSBORNE:  But --

 8                 MR. MCKINNEY:  Because the meetings used to

 9   be on Tuesdays.

10                 HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  So I was looking to

11   renew -- this is Judge Rodriguez.

12                  I would like renew my motion with a

13   comment.  It seems that we could have a few more -- a

14   little more time to familiarize ourselves with the

15   myriad of changes that are being proposed and that would

16   serve our purpose by tabling it to next month and that

17   is the reason I'm bringing my motion and place it on the

18   table at this time.

19                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  I have a motion on

20   the floor to table this until the November Bail Bond

21   Board meeting.  Is there a second?

22                 MR. MCKINNEY:  I might second it, but I've

23   got a -- I've got a question of (inaudible.) first.

24                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.

25                 MR. MCKINNEY:  The --
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 1                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  You second it and

 2   then get into discussion?

 3                 MR. MCKINNEY:  Sure.  I'll -- yes.  I'll

 4   second it, but let's get into discussion.  The --

 5                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Go ahead.

 6                 MR. MCKINNEY:  The --

 7                  Does anyone disagree that the language

 8   that says for subsequent years, the nomination period

 9   will begin on the Tuesday of the November board meeting

10   and will end on the Friday of the same week, allows the

11   Sheriff's Department to accept nominations from Tuesday

12   of our November board meeting next month which --

13   through the Friday of that same week without regard to

14   whether we meet on Wednesday, Thursday -- Tuesday,

15   Wednesday, Thursday or Friday?

16                 MR. OSBORNE:  Why don't we just go ahead

17   and change it to Monday?

18                 MR. MCKINNEY:  Because it requires a

19   change.  I think leave these nominations where they are

20   under this rule without having to change anything and

21   then we can think of the -- what other changes make the

22   Rule 25 at the November meeting.

23                  And I like Mike's proposal other than the

24   -- something in there about how the election will be

25   conducted.  We, perhaps, maybe try and figure out some
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 1   other ways to address that in November when we meet.

 2   We'll still have --

 3                  Typically, the election takes place over

 4   two days after the November meeting.  So we're going to

 5   have the ability in the November meeting to do whatever

 6   we need to do to change this to maybe work before the

 7   election and have that done by the time of the December

 8   meeting.

 9                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Any other discussion?

10                 HONORABLE SCOTT:  I do have a question.

11                  So I'm looking at everything so I'm kind

12   of new here.  And I realize somebody went through great

13   lengths to come up with these changes and I'm assuming

14   that there was a reason why they did this.

15                  But the question that I really have these

16   meetings with a lot of the bonds being --

17                  The meetings have been very long so we do

18   understand that, you know.  We're not, you know -- we

19   don't determine what that agenda is so the agenda is a

20   pretty full agenda.  We are also going to have to deal

21   with this issue at that time because there will be no --

22   no room to pass on it at that time.

23                 MR. OSBORNE:  Judge, I think you and I --

24   this is Dylan Osborne.

25                  I think maybe we are hitting on the same
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 1   page here.

 2                  Chair, what would out of -- out of the

 3   question for us to have a special called meeting to

 4   finish these rules?  We have kicked this down the road

 5   now for five or six -- seven months it seems like.

 6                  Because at the end of every meeting, you

 7   know, we've had an hour -- a hour and a half long

 8   meeting.  We -- none of us seem to want to spend a lot

 9   of time on the phone arguing over these rules but at

10   some point, we've got to get this wrapped up.

11                  Would anyone else object to a special

12   called meeting just on the rules?

13                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  I know that we can

14   have a special called meeting for other issues involving

15   the licenses.

16                  Tommy Ramsey, can we do that, for just

17   discussion of the Bail Bond Board rules?

18                 MR. RAMSEY:  I don't see any issue with

19   having specially called meetings for discussion of the

20   rules or frankly, any -- any action that the Board would

21   take.

22                 MR. OSBORNE:  Now --

23                 HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  I learned this

24   morning that that's what we've been doing -- not to get

25   too far off into the weeds and that we have a motion and
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 1   second on the floor.

 2                  But we're essentially having the meeting

 3   right after our Bail Bond Board meeting for convenience.

 4   So there are two purposes at the same time.

 5                 MR. OSBORNE:  See --

 6                 MR. BUTERA:  This is Michael Butera from --

 7   go ahead, Dylan.  I'm sorry.

 8                 MR. OSBORNE:  I was going to say, no, I

 9   completely understand that not everybody may, you know,

10   may have the time or want to commit to a -- to another

11   meeting.  I get that because it may not be convenient so

12   I may be in the minority here.

13                  But it just seems like after our regular

14   meeting nobody really wants to spend the time to really

15   dig into these rules.  And it's difficult on the phone,

16   you know, so it makes it a little bit more difficult;

17   but at some point, we've got to wrap it up, you know.

18   We can't go on forever.

19                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Well ...

20                 MR. BUTERA:  Michael Butera.  Glenn, if I

21   can.  I would just encourage everyone.  We've had months

22   now to try get the Zoom thing going.  It's not that

23   difficult for Members who aren't on Zoom.  It's really

24   quite easy to set it up on a mobile device, on an iPad,

25   on a laptop, on anything that has a camera.  It really
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 1   helps when we can see each other and see who wants to

 2   talk.  And I would just encourage everyone who's not on

 3   Zoom to maybe give it a try.  It's well worth it.

 4                  As far as when we discuss the rules, it

 5   doesn't matter to me so the Board's pleasure.  It's on

 6   the agenda.  We're already at the meeting.  It's nice

 7   that there is, you know, bail bondsmen who can also

 8   attend and weigh in and have their public comment period

 9   for rules that we're proposing and --

10                  But if the Board doesn't want to have it

11   at the regularly scheduled time, then we might do a

12   special meeting to do everything we can who is available

13   to be there.

14                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  I certainly --

15                 HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  Glenn, I need to call

16   to question at this time.

17                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  All right.  The

18   question's been called.  I have a motion on the floor to

19   table this Rule No. 25 until the November Bail Bond

20   Board meeting and I have a second.

21                  All those in favor, signify by saying

22   aye.

23                 THE BOARD:  Aye.

24                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  I have two ayes.

25                  All those opposed, send me the same
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 1   sign -- signify by saying aye.

 2                 THE BOARD:  Aye.

 3                 MR. BUTERA:  This is Michael Butera.  I'll

 4   just -- I would vote at this point because I'm not

 5   voting no against the proposal to table.  I just want

 6   the Board to make sure everything about this rule is

 7   okay.  And so that if we to want to put it off to

 8   November that we're not going to run into any time

 9   crunches.  If that's the case, I'd be okay voting to

10   table to give people more time to look at it.  But it

11   was --

12                  It was on the agenda that people wanted

13   to look at it for today's meeting.  But we need more

14   time, I'll put my a vote to a "yes" as long as we're

15   sure that we're not going to mess up anything with the

16   timeline by leaving the rule as it is.

17                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.  So ...

18                 MR. MCKINNEY:  I agree with Michael.

19                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  So you -- both of you

20   agree with the motion to table it.

21                 MR. BUTERA:  My vote is still -- no for

22   now, but if we could quickly look at the actually text

23   of the rule part by part, we come to an agreement that

24   nothing about this (inaudible.) because of time issues,

25   then I would switch my vote a "yes" to table to give
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 1   everyone more time to take a very quick look at it.

 2                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  So your vote is no.

 3   That means we have a 2 to 2.

 4                  And Mr. McKinney, what is your vote?

 5                 MR. MCKINNEY:  I'm going to take the same

 6   position that I'm voting no initially but I may very

 7   well change my vote after we talk some more.

 8                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Well, the motion is

 9   on the table.  And with a vote at 3 to 2, the motion

10   fails.  So ...

11                 MR. BUTERA:  Glenn, what -- I apologize.

12   This is Michael Butera.  So just to expedite -- because

13   it's not my goal to keep everyone on the call for longer

14   than we need.

15                  If we could quickly go like I suggested

16   in the beginning just to A, B, C, D, et cetera, to give

17   everyone else to glance at the rule, see if there's

18   anything that we think absolutely must be changed by the

19   November meeting, then perhaps after we go through it in

20   a few minute, we could have -- someone would make a

21   similar motion and we would be okay with that.

22                 HONORABLE SCOTT:  Can I make a suggestion?

23                  Since you actually had went through the

24   trouble of making the changes -- I mean, I've look at it

25   and I kind of compared it to the last one.  There are
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 1   some changes, but I don't really see major changes.  So

 2   if you could --

 3                  Could you go through it and just -- I

 4   guess highlight each section quickly.  I think that may

 5   satisfy everyone.

 6                 MR. BUTERA:  Certainly, Judge.  I'd be glad

 7   to do that if everyone would be okay with that.

 8                  As to A., there's no substantive changes.

 9   Those are just verbal changes to make it easier to refer

10   to those two reps as the rule goes on as quote/unquote

11   surety rep and just says attorney representative.

12   There's no substantive changes to A.  It's just

13   linguistic changes.

14                  As to B., I actually don't see any

15   changes at all there.  We just did stylistically make

16   sure that we continued to refer to the Harris County

17   Sheriff's Office Bonding Division.  Again, a very minor

18   verbal change -- there are no substantive changes.

19                  C., is where we started to look at making

20   a more substantive change.  C(1) in the old rule, allow

21   the Sheriff's Office to post a procedure on the Harris

22   County Bail Bond Board's web site for conducting the

23   nominations.  That's reflected in C(1) in the proposed

24   change.

25             We cleaned up No. 3 to get rid of A, you know.
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 1   It was referring back to when this rule was originally

 2   written in 2015.  And then we cleaned up B -- although I

 3   did hear Troy's comment.  I don't necessarily disagree

 4   with him.  We cleaned up 3 -- or excuse me -- C(3) to

 5   reflect that the nomination period would be the Monday

 6   through Friday, the week of the November Board meeting.

 7                  But I do see that -- I think in light of

 8   reading it, 3(b) might be okay as it stands.  We know --

 9   because when we wrote this rule, we thought it would

10   start on the Tuesday of the Board meeting.  But if you

11   read it, divorced from that, it probably still works

12   without an amendment if we had to do that.

13                  For voter eligibility -- sorry.  I think

14   there was a question or comment.

15                  Okay.  Sorry about that.

16                  So voter eligible on D., those are just

17   some linguistic cleanups, that weird phrase that we had

18   copied from the Occupations Code.  We just simplified

19   that to, you know, the reference that we made in Number

20   1.

21                  A point that I just want to point out in

22   D(2) that we're going to need to consider at some point

23   is depending on how we have the election, the old rule

24   requires the attorney to show a physical copy of their

25   State of Texas bar card.
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 1                  We thought depending on if it was a

 2   physical election or a -- if we're going to do the

 3   election some other way, maybe they could provide their

 4   bar number -- but that's for the Board to discuss and

 5   decide.

 6                  D., is where we make some changes.  E.,

 7   in the old rule laid out -- I hear what Troy is saying.

 8   These are just thoughts but it is good to have in the

 9   rule how the actual election will take place.  Our idea

10   when we changed D., initially is just to reflect the

11   fact that under C., for nominations, the Sheriff's

12   Office couldn't decide how they were going to conduct it

13   and then post it on the web site.

14                  But as you see in the old rule E,

15   attorney says the 2017 election will take place as

16   follows but then it doesn't specify how the 2018, '19 or

17   '20 elections are going to take place because we never

18   revisited that rule after Hurricane Harvey.

19                  In light of seeing that, we thought

20   wouldn't it be nice if the Sheriff's Office could post

21   their elections -- what did we say -- post the, you

22   know, the times, the manner of the election, et cetera,

23   on the web site as they would nominations.  I hear

24   Troy's point, though, that maybe that's not a good idea

25   to leave that out of the rules and solely leave it up to
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 1   the Sheriff's Office.

 2                  Troy, you're actually on mute.

 3                  Troy, I see you talking but you're still

 4   on mute, sorry.

 5                 MR. MCKINNEY:  Sorry.  (Inaudible.), I

 6   didn't have the screen up so it wasn't working.

 7                  Looking at your E(1), I think if we added

 8   a clause at the end of that said "as periodically

 9   approved by the Bail Bond Board" or " is periodically

10   provided by the Bail Bond Board", something like that,

11   that I think that -- I think that addresses my concerns.

12   And this is a rule that the Board will approve whatever

13   is going to happen with the election as far as time and

14   place -- time and place at least.  And we've

15   traditionally had done that on an annual basis.

16                 MR. BUTERA:  I think that's a good idea.

17   And like you said, it's not that we don't trust the

18   Sheriff's Office but the Board does want oversight to

19   make sure that the election is happening properly.  And

20   if we had something like that added to it, that would be

21   a good idea.  As far as F and G, there are no changes

22   there other than simple verbal tweaks.

23                  Having gone through that -- just quickly

24   from my own sake.  We wrote the rules ourselves -- and

25   when I say "we", I mean the District Attorney's Office.
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 1   And it is very valuable to have input from all the Board

 2   Members.

 3                  So I think Judge Rodriguez's idea is a

 4   good one, to give everyone time to digest and look at

 5   the rules.  Proposed changes, there's a lot of little

 6   tweaks that may not be substantive.  There may be

 7   something that we missed that -- that needs to be

 8   rethought and reconsidered.  So if we want to delay, I'm

 9   okay with that.

10                  I just wanted to go through as a Board

11   and make sure rule by rule that we would be okay and not

12   miss a major deadline by hunting on this in our October

13   meeting.  I think with Troy's input regarding C(3)(b),

14   that rule probably reads fine as it is, to go ahead and

15   continue the nominations as it's written.

16                  So sorry to take the Board's time for

17   that, but I think maybe if we would take this proposal,

18   digest it for a while, come back next month, everyone

19   will be, you know -- maybe have some thoughts about what

20   we could change.

21                  So I would point out to the Sheriff's

22   Office there is a document posted there about

23   nominations, but it's dated a year ago.  So it would be

24   great to review that to see what it says without the

25   nominations and how you guys are going to accept those.
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 1   And then if a revision is necessary to post that asap to

 2   clarify how that should happen before the nominations

 3   period opens up at our next November meeting.

 4                 HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  I wanted to thank you

 5   for going over the proposed rule changes.  As we can

 6   see, we can always read that it's a multi-layered change

 7   proposal that is not exactly in its final stages.

 8                  So I'm open to forwarding a motion for

 9   reconsideration for my motion to table to next month, of

10   course, after we've gone over everything.

11                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  So you're making

12   another motion to table?

13                 HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  (No response.)

14                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Judge Rodriguez ...

15                 HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  I was on mute.

16                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.

17                 HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  Yes.  I would like

18   to --

19                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  You're making another

20   motion to table.

21                 HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  I motion to table to

22   next month, yes.

23                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.  I need a

24   second.

25                 MR. MCKINNEY:  I will second it again.
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 1                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Mr. McKinney seconds.

 2                  Any other discussion?

 3                  All those in favor of tabling this until

 4   next month -- that's in November 4 meeting -- signify by

 5   saying aye.

 6                 THE BOARD:  Aye.

 7                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Any opposed?

 8                  The ayes have it.  We're going to table

 9   this till the next Board meeting.

10                 MR. MCKINNEY:  Could we --

11                  Could we have a very clear agenda item

12   for the November Board meeting that we are considering

13   amending local -- taking action on amending

14   Local Rule 25 at that meeting?

15                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  We can put it on the

16   agenda that way, Troy.

17                 MR. MCKINNEY:  Yeah.  I --

18                 MR. BUTERA:  We're discussing Agenda Item

19   No. 12 with sufficient consideration, discussion and

20   action regarding Local Rule 25 to prepare for the

21   upcoming Bail Bond Board election?

22                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Yeah.

23                 MR. MCKINNEY:  I --

24                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  We don't --

25                 MR. MCKINNEY:  If I asked about whether it
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 1   is -- it was sufficient to give us --

 2                  I think it's better if it says, "to

 3   consider amending" or "amending these issues" or

 4   "adopting a new Rule 25".  The --

 5                  I mean, I think somebody reading that

 6   would not -- the way it's written in 12 on this meeting

 7   would not necessarily know that we were considering

 8   amending the rule rather than just taking action in

 9   relation to the existing rule.

10                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.  We can

11   certainly do that and we will put it on the next month's

12   agenda --

13                 MR. MCKINNEY:  This is me being a --

14                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  -- in that fashion.

15                 MR. MCKINNEY:  -- better-safe-than-sorry

16   lawyer.

17                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Pardon me?

18                 MR. MCKINNEY:  This is me being a

19   better-safe-than-sorry lawyer.

20                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  I hear you.

21                  Okay.  Now, the other thing is we, you

22   know --

23                  Last month, we had a very lively

24   discussion about returning of fees; and Mr. Butera, I

25   think you were going to draw something up.  I don't see
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 1   anything.

 2                 MR. BUTERA:  Again, we worked hard on

 3   coming up with an example rule and it is far more

 4   difficult and complex.  I would love input from --

 5                  It's hard to show up to the meeting and

 6   have thought through all these issues and then everyone

 7   says, well, this is what's wrong, this is what's wrong.

 8   That's the nature of process.  I get it.

 9                  But you know, we did come up with a

10   draft.  I thought it best to prioritized the election

11   rules because I thought it was really going to be a

12   sticking point before the next election and there were

13   things we needed to change.

14                  Honestly, I don't have a rule.  I have

15   dozens of questions or maybe dozens of questions about

16   that rule without any actually text to propose that we

17   would need to talk through to see where we would want to

18   go with that.

19                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.  There are a

20   number of sureties on the line right now, I do believe,

21   that would be prepared to give you any discussions that

22   you'd like to have on that, if you're -- if you want to

23   hear them.

24                 SERGEANT DELEON:  Can you do that if it's

25   not on the agenda?  Or do we have to have an agenda item
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 1   in order to speak of it or are we going to 13 and

 2   talking about redline changes?  Are we on 13 already?

 3                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Um ... yes.

 4                 SERGEANT DELEON:  So it's --

 5                  So going back to -- right.  I mean, it's

 6   not on the agenda.

 7                  Can we talk about something that's not on

 8   the agenda in that manner, Tommy?  I mean, if we

 9   can't, that's fine.

10                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Tom Ramsey ...

11                 MR. RAMSEY:  Yeah.  I'm here.  What --

12                  What's the issue that we're --

13                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Last month, there was

14   a lot of discussion about the return of fees and

15   different timeframes and different opinions and

16   Mr. Butera was going to come up with some kind of a

17   draft but this is a far more complex and in-depth

18   thought process than anyone would ever know, I'm sure.

19                  And so we don't have that in front of us

20   and it's not on any of the printed material and it would

21   be a new rule.  There's nothing in the rules about that.

22                  Can we discuss that or do we need to

23   bypass that at this time?

24                 MR. RAMSEY:  Oh, (inaudible.)  I see what

25   you're talking about.

0073

 1                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Because there's

 2   nothing in writing and there's nothing in the current

 3   rules.  And so I think that the Sergeant is actually

 4   probably right.  Since there's nothing in the current

 5   rules and there's nothing proposed and it's not on the

 6   agenda, I would -- my opinion would be that we really

 7   can't discuss this at this time.

 8                 MR. RAMSEY:  Yeah.  I mean, I think there's

 9   wiggle room; but frankly, I think when we're talking

10   about things and fees and stuff like that, I don't know

11   I -- that I feel completely comfortable.  If anything,

12   it would be under the considered previously proposed

13   changes.

14                  I -- you know, I --

15                  My thought would be, you know, like Troy

16   said, safe than sorry, to specifically post it on the

17   next agenda.

18                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.  And

19   Mr. Butera, you said that you wanted to really put the

20   election rules out there as a matter of priority.

21                 MR. BUTERA:  Just to the matter of --

22   sorry.  (Inaudible.).

23                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  (Inaudible.), okay.

24                 MR. BUTERA:  Just a matter of time, I

25   thought it was important to consider something that was,
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 1   you know, facing us in the next month or so.

 2                  But I will say since the question was

 3   asked, we worked on the rule.  I have a lot of notes

 4   about questions that will require Board Member input,

 5   surety input and it's impossible to come up with a

 6   finalized text without everyone's concerns and stuff

 7   being considered.

 8                 MR. MCKINNEY:  I think it would be a good

 9   idea to have a specific item, agenda item next time for

10   discussion relating to a proposed new rule regarding

11   refund of bonding fees or something like that so that we

12   don't have any issues with it.

13                 MR. BUTERA:  I agree with that.

14                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  All right then.  Then

15   going on to the last item on our agenda.

16                  Number 13, Local Rule's workgroup meeting

17   will begin follow the conclusion of the regular meeting

18   to to Bail Bond Board to discuss changes and updates on

19   Sections 25 through 26 -- which is what we've talked

20   about.  Rules and forms to discuss and

21   consider previously considered changes Section 1

22   through 25 -- which takes us to the Harris County Bail

23   Bond Board Local Rules which has been supplied to us by

24   Mr. Butera with the changes in red or X-ed -- outlined

25   out and with comments in yellow.
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 1                  I have looked over this and up until we

 2   get to page 6, I don't have a problem with it.

 3                  Is there anyone that has anything to say

 4   in the previous pages 1 through 5?

 5                 MS. VILLARREAL:  Yes.  Irene Villarreal

 6   here.  Can y'all hear me?

 7                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Yes, ma'am.

 8                 MS. VILLARREAL:  From Amigos Bonding.  I

 9   have a question in particular on page 2, Item 5.

10                  The question that I have is:  How will

11   the timing now ascertain the value of property?

12                 MR. BUTERA:  I mean -- this is Michael

13   Butera.

14                  Can I ask you:  Do you mean 5 that it's

15   struck out as the old rule --

16                 MS. VILLARREAL:  Yes.

17                 MR. BUTERA:  Or the renumbered 5 that was

18   Rule Number 6?

19                 MS. VILLARREAL:  I'm looking at No. 5 where

20   everything's been struck out.

21                 MR. BUTERA:  Okay.  I think the answer to

22   that -- I don't know.  Maybe other Board Members can

23   weigh in.

24                  The County has always ascertained the

25   value of property including the Occupations Code which
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 1   is to say it can be two ways even by the value from the

 2   appraisal district or the value from a certified

 3   appraiser.  There's a lot of troublesome language in

 4   Section 5 that the Board cannot actually require and so

 5   that's why that rule was struck.  And I think it goes

 6   beyond what the Occupations Code allows and the

 7   Occupations Code is clear how the appraisal value for

 8   property is established.

 9                 MS. VILLARREAL:  So it'll be the continued

10   use of a certified real estate appraiser?

11                 SERGEANT DELEON:  No.  So it's written in

12   there -- to go to Michael's point, Irene.  It's written

13   in there on the timeframe also of the appraisal.

14                  But yes, if you have a certified

15   appraisal and it meets the timeframe requirement written

16   in 1704 -- and it escapes me right now.  It's a few

17   months, but I'm not specific on the exact timeframe.

18                  Michael, are you ...

19                 MR. BUTERA:  Not off the top of my head,

20   sorry, sorry.

21                 SERGEANT DELEON:  Yeah, right.  But there's

22   a timeframe in there, Irene.  So it's either using HCAD

23   or an appraisal from -- within -- that falls within the

24   timeframe written in 1704.

25                 MS. VILLARREAL:  Okay.  All right.  Thank
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 1   you for that answer.

 2                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  The thing of it is,

 3   is before you up needed a certified appraiser, a Member

 4   of the Appraisers Institute, MAI or Society of Real

 5   Estate Appraisers, those have been struck out.

 6                  That's No ...

 7                 MS. VILLARREAL:  No. 5.

 8                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Number E on page 3.

 9                 SERGEANT DELEON.  Right.  And I think to

10   Mike's --

11                 MR. BUTERA:  This is -- sorry, Sarge.  Go

12   ahead.

13                 SERGEANT DELEON:  Well, no.  I don't want

14   to speak for you but go ahead, Mike.

15                 MR. BUTERA:  No.  I was going to point out

16   that that's -- that's partially right.  Glenn, you're

17   absolutely right on old Rule 6.  Renumbered Rule 5(e)

18   has been struck but it's also in the text of Rule 5.

19   The old Rule 5, that language was there.

20                  The Board doesn't have the ability to

21   demand that the appraiser be certified by this or that

22   organization.  I think it goes beyond what the

23   Occupations Code said and so that's why we tweaked those

24   sections, if I remember correctly.

25                 MS. VILLARREAL:  So that's why I had a
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 1   question about it because I see all these lines like

 2   this would be deleted under 5 and then also as to Rule

 3   29 under -- under E.  So I just wonder well, if we're

 4   not using a certified real estate appraiser, then what

 5   will we need to use.

 6                 MR. BUTERA:  Irene, but --

 7                 MS. VILLARREAL:  But you're saying --

 8                 MR. BUTERA:  A strike-through means that

 9   the Board has proposed that it be deleted.  These are

10   not final changes.  These are for discussion like we're

11   having now.  But a strike-through means that someone

12   along the way in our discussion proposed deleting it.

13   An underline means that it was not there before, it has

14   now been added.  So that's -- I think you're reading

15   that correctly.

16                  But the Occupations Code covers how the

17   appraisal needs to be done and how it -- what the Board

18   can require for appraisal purposes and nothing about

19   that has changed.

20                 MS. VILLARREAL:  Okay.  All right.  Thank

21   you.  Thank you for the answer.

22                 MR. BUTERA:  Yes, ma'am.

23                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Anybody have anything

24   on page 4?  Page 5?  Page 6?

25                 I have an issue here.  Page 6, Rule 18:
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 1   "No bond shall be accepted by the Sheriff from a

 2   bondsman, bonding company or a surety company for the

 3   release of a defendant who has been changed for an

 4   offense committed in Harris County unless the surety is

 5   duly licensed under the authority of the Board.  This

 6   does not apply to the defendants in the Harris County

 7   jail who will be tried only in courts other than Harris

 8   County."

 9                  That has been struck out which would mean

10   that any bondsman in the State of Texas -- including the

11   brother-in-law, a sheriff in "Polky" County whose

12   just -- these sheriff says okay, you can write bonds.

13   He can come in here and post a bond or a Harris County

14   bond.  And this had been a problem.  And in the past, it

15   had been determined that you can -- in order to post a

16   Harris County bond with a defendant in Harris County,

17   you had to be a licensed Harris County agent just like

18   in other counties.

19                 MR. GARZA:  This is Mario Garza.

20                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Speak up, Mario.

21                 MR. GARZA:  Just to follow up with Glenn.

22   Is this --

23                  Removing that kind of thing -- removing

24   that No. 18, would that be a clearance of almost

25   operating like a non-Board county?
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 1                 MR. RAMSEY:  Tommy Ramsey.  I don't mean to

 2   cut in.  And you know, if I recall, 18 was removed

 3   because it simply restates the law.

 4                 MR. GARZA:  Oh, the statute?

 5                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  The law doesn't say

 6   anything about that to my knowledge.

 7                 Mike Butera, do you know anything in 1704

 8   or Ken Good or Roger Moore?

 9                 SERGEANT DELEON:  There's 10 --

10                 MR. BUTERA:  This is Michael Butera.

11   Sorry, Dylan.  I didn't mean to cut you off.  I

12   apologize.

13                 SERGEANT DELEON:  I'm sorry.  This is

14   Sergeant DeLeon.  And --

15                  But I thought 105 Licensed Bail Bonds

16   Surety List was one of the reasons that we struck it,

17   but I could be wrong.

18                 MR. BUTERA:  Yes.  So I would have to go

19   back through our notes.  We kept notes after every

20   meeting of what we changed and tried to write down why

21   or what the various comments were or --

22                  My remembrance is -- although I don't

23   want to say for certain without reviewing our notes --

24   is that the 18 duplicates content that is already in the

25   Occupations Code but I can't off the top of my head
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 1   point you to the section.  And again, these revisions

 2   are for further discussions.  That's certainly what

 3   we're doing here.  That's good.

 4                  If we need to relook at and reconsider so

 5   we can make a note on No. 18 to make sure -- I'm getting

 6   a message that maybe it's in 1704.201 of the Occupations

 7   Code so let me check that.  But certainly getting more

 8   input and continuing to review and revise is what the

 9   purpose of this redline version is so ...

10                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  So we better review

11   that.

12                 MR. BUTERA:  It's smart to double check.

13   I'm looking at 201 now  --

14                 SERGEANT DELEON:  It's in there.  Yeah,

15   you're right, Mike.

16                 MR. BUTERA:  So it looks like 201 does

17   cover the situation because, "The sheriff shall accept

18   or approve a bail bond executed by a license holder in

19   the county in which the license holder is licensed if,"

20   and then goes on to spell out the situation.

21                  But I think it's duplicating 201 but we

22   can look at that very closely to make sure.  And I would

23   ask y'all to look at it as well and tell us whether you

24   agree or disagree with that.

25                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.  Anyone else
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 1   have anything on page 6?  Page 7?

 2                  I looked at this and under the new 13,

 3   identification cards, the No. B(4) and the date of 26

 4   August '73 was for people who were going to be sureties

 5   which still stands and that's in the statutes.  However,

 6   if an individual has committed one of the offenses of

 7   moral turpitude -- if they have not committed an offense

 8   within the last ten years -- they're eligible.  But if

 9   they have committed an offense within the last ten

10   years, then they're not.

11                  Is that not correct, Sergeant?

12                 SERGEANT DELEON:  Again, that's -- are you

13   --  you're -- you're quoting statute then.  Because

14   that's in the --

15                  That's in the statute as well.  And

16   without doing a little of research on which section it

17   is -- but yeah, that's in there as well.

18                 MR. BUTERA:  Yeah.  Glenn, I think our note

19   at the end of Number 4 was meant to point out that if

20   there are different statutes dealing with the

21   requirements for sureties on one hand and those who are

22   going to be employees of a bonding company on the other,

23   with the 1704153 being sureties and 1704302(c) being

24   employees, I believe.

25                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.
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 1                 MR. BUTERA:  And therefore, we thought --

 2                  And again, it's good to read through all

 3   of this to double check and make sure before --

 4                  I'll just say for everyone's benefit.  I

 5   hope this is not our final pass-through with the rules

 6   with the idea of taking a vote at the end of this

 7   because I'm certainly not ready to do that.

 8                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  I agree.

 9                 MR. BUTERA:  It's good to go back and

10   glance at those things and repropose those questions.

11   So we can take a closer look at that as well.

12                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.  Anyone else

13   have any issues?

14                  The next issue that I had marked was on

15   page 9.  And we had discussed last month about the ID

16   cards expiring with the license.

17                 MR. BUTERA:  Effective -- this is Michael

18   Butera, just for the record.

19                  Is that the fee question, Glenn, or is

20   that --

21                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  It's not a fee

22   question.

23                 MR. BUTERA:  Okay.

24                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  That's in the next

25   section.  And I think there's some AG opinions in
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 1   regarding that.  But this is about the expiration of our

 2   ID cards.  And every time you got your license renewed,

 3   you would have to get all of your people who have ID

 4   cards to go down and reapply.

 5                 MR. BUTERA:  You're talking about

 6   Subsection F and -- is that correct?

 7                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Yes, that's correct.

 8                 MR. BUTERA:  So the old rule read that the

 9   license -- or excuse me -- the ID card would expire on

10   the same date the license expired and had to be renewed.

11   The new rule proposal reads that they will be issued

12   upon approval of the associated licensee's renewal.

13                  So both the old rule and the new proposal

14   require renewal process for ID cards.

15                  Tell me what you're -- what you're seeing

16   about that.

17                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  It's --

18                  The difficulty is the people who you have

19   that have ID cards, runners -- and I -- we all have

20   several runners that take bonds because they have lives

21   and they're out of town or they're sick or whatever.

22   And every time that you renew your license, you're going

23   to have to send all of those runners down with new

24   applications to get a new ID card.

25                 MR. BUTERA:  Wasn't that what was happening

0085

 1   under the old review?  Or probably --

 2                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  No.

 3                 MR. BUTERA:  -- been happening as the old

 4   rule read --

 5                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  No.

 6                 MR. BUTERA:  -- but been happening for --

 7                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Once you entered --

 8   issued an ID card, that card was with that license for

 9   the duration of the license.

10                 MR. BUTERA:  Well, I'd ask you to read the

11   old rule.  It says:  "An ID cards issued under this

12   local rule shall expire on the same date the license

13   that it is associated with expires and may not be

14   renewed without actual issuance for periods of 24 months

15   running with the relevant license," blah, blah, blah.

16                  So clearly the rule was written --

17   whether we want to do it or not.  I'm not --

18                  But clearly the rule was written with the

19   intent that the ID cards would actually expire.  Whether

20   or not that was happening or not, I can't say; but

21   that's how the rule was written.

22                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  I can say from

23   experience -- and I'm you telling that that's not the

24   reality of it.  The reality of it was when you --

25                  A person was issued an ID card until that
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 1   ID card was turned in or until you wrote an email or a

 2   letter to the Sheriff's Department, that ID card stayed

 3   valid with the -- throughout the license.

 4                  And I do recognize what you're saying;

 5   but again, that's why we're focussing on all these rules

 6   because they are a hundred years old and the test of

 7   time is what is the common usage today.

 8                  And if we're wanting to actually change

 9   this and make it like this, we have to understand what

10   the reality is going to be with 83 licenses.  Whenever

11   they renew, they're going have to be all sending their

12   people down to get new ID cards.  There are a number of

13   bondsmen on the line.  This is not just my opinion.

14                  Does anyone else -- any other bondsman

15   out there have something to say?

16                 MR. GARZA:  This is Mario Garza.  I have a

17   question.  And this is just to kind of help with the --

18   with the issue, such questions to maybe think about.

19                  Technically, if the license doesn't

20   lapse, did it expire?

21                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Yes.

22                 MR. GARZA:  If the license is renewed

23   before it expires, does it -- is it just a continuation?

24                  Because we're using the same license

25   number.  We're not being issued a new -- we're not --
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 1                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  That's actually a

 2   good question, Mario.

 3                 MR. GARZA:  So I'm just saying if it

 4   doesn't -- unless it lapse -- which it would be

 5   understandable.

 6                  For instance, if a bondsman missed their

 7   hearing or didn't show up and the license expired, then

 8   technically, yeah, you could see where they have to

 9   reapply for everything, even the runners and all of

10   that.

11                  But if technically, the license didn't

12   lapse at all because it was renewed before it expired

13   and there was no ...

14                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  That's a very good

15   question, Mario.

16                  So if you have a license and it's

17   renewed, therefore, it does not expire; is that correct?

18                 MR. GARZA:  It's a continuation of the same

19   license.

20                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Right.

21                  Mike, what do you think about that?

22                 MR. BUTERA:  I don't have an opinion on

23   that.  I don't know.  I think we consider an expiration

24   date an expiration date and then the expiration -- the

25   license expires and is renewed again if you get it
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 1   renewed before your license expires.  I'm -- I don't

 2   have any --

 3                  I'm not married to Rule F one way or the

 4   other.  I'd like to hear from the Sheriff's Department

 5   what they think, what they would prefer or if it's a

 6   good policy idea to have licensing where IDs continue

 7   forever, why it's maybe a good policy idea that makes

 8   them --

 9                 SERGEANT DELEON:  So ...

10                 MR. BUTERA:  I don't know.

11                 SERGEANT DELEON:  So I can't speak for the

12   Sergeant that I took the place of, but I can tell you

13   that since this issue's been brought up, licenses that

14   we issue currently, they have an expiration date which

15   marries the expiration date of the -- the cards have an

16   expiration date that marry the license number that it's

17   given to.

18                  So on any new card -- and I know there

19   are some -- you know, there are some bondsmen that have

20   had these cards for decades and I can't speak to what

21   happened decades ago.  But I can tell you that, as I

22   said before, any license that is coming out of the

23   bonding office here to Sheriff's Office now for a runner

24   has an expiration date.

25                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  But if that --
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 1                  The question is, Sisto, if that license

 2   is renewed, then there wouldn't be an expiration date.

 3                 SERGEANT DELEON:  Again --

 4                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Is that right?

 5                 SERGEANT DELEON:  Again, I --

 6                  I personally for, you know -- this is

 7   only my opinion as, you know, representing the Sheriff's

 8   Office.  I'm okay with accountability for a bondsman and

 9   us having to renew them at the renewal of bonding

10   applications.  You know, there are --

11                  There are a lot of runners out there.

12   And without any accountability, we don't know who we're

13   receiving a bond from unless it has the bondsman's

14   license number and an expiration date of who he's

15   representing so ...

16                 MR. GARZA:  So are you -- this is Mario

17   Garza again.  So is it -- the expiration of a license --

18   I guess what you're -- when you would --

19                  I guess if you have to go through the

20   process of getting a license, a runner's license

21   reissued again, they would go through the whole

22   background.

23                 SERGEANT DELEON:  And that's even -- you

24   know, Mario to that point, exactly.

25                  I mean, I think it is most definitely
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 1   fair for a runner to have to go through an application

 2   process again.  Because if he did -- if he doesn't fit

 3   the box -- just like we renew licenses for bondmen -- we

 4   need to renew the license for the runner to make sure

 5   he's still fits the box and just like we do for the

 6   bondmen.

 7                 MR. GARZA:  I mean, that would be the

 8   only --

 9                  For you to suggest that would be the only

10   reason to say, okay, we want to check the runners every

11   three years of when the license expires to make sure

12   they're still eligible for that license.

13                  Because otherwise, I guess, what's been

14   happening -- and I'm just -- I'm not --

15                  I guess what's happened is that once they

16   get that runner license, nobody ever looks them up

17   again.

18                 SERGEANT DELEON:  Yeah.  I think that's

19   what happened in the past, but I can't -- again, I can't

20   speak to what happened before, you know, before this was

21   brought up and before we made the changes that we made

22   here in the Sheriff's Office.

23                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.

24                 MR. GARZA:  Okay.

25                 MR. BUTERA:  Sergeant DeLeon or Glenn.
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 1                  Maybe to make it easier, I think that's a

 2   good policy reason you point out, to continue to check

 3   on people on a regular basis as posed to just saying

 4   well, it was checked 24 years ago and this licensee has

 5   never let their license lapse, then that ID card is good

 6   forever.  The draft that we wrote says the licensee

 7   cards will be issued.  If there's some middle ground --

 8   maybe you want to do that and that's perfectly fine.

 9                  If it's something short of maybe

10   requiring a new ID card every two or three years maybe

11   to say the ID card can be out there but there's some

12   process they have to go through to have each employee

13   rechecked or whatever works for y'all is fine with me.

14   But I just -- maybe it's that tedious or a lot of work.

15   Maybe you don't want to do that.

16                 SERGEANT DELEON:  I --

17                  Again, I mean, I don't -- the Sheriff's

18   Office doesn't have an issue with reissuing the runner's

19   cards at the time the licenses are renewed.  So I mean,

20   I'm not exactly sure why we're going around at the

21   topic.

22                 MR. BUTERA:  If y'all are fine with it,

23   then I have nothing to say about it.  That was just a

24   proposal.  If it's -- if it's burdensome to do it --

25                 SERGEANT DELEON:  No.  I don't --
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 1                 MR. BUTERA:  But if it's not, then ...

 2                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.  Then does --

 3                  Is there anybody else on the line that

 4   has anything to say about this?

 5                 MR. GARZA:  Again, this is Mario and this

 6   is just -- I'm speaking for the bondsmen in the fact

 7   that --

 8                  I don't have a lot of runners but there

 9   are a lot of bondsmen that do have like -- you know,

10   they could have 20 runners -- 15 runners and that means

11   that they're going to have to submit 15 applications

12   again, correct?

13                 SERGEANT DELEON:  Yes.  That would be the

14   best -- yes.

15                 MR. GARZA:  Okay.  I'm just making sure

16   that I was -- that's going to be a process.  They're

17   going to have to redo each application ...

18                 SERGEANT DELEON:  So let me -- let me give

19   you -- so let me give you my view on this, Mario.

20                  So my view is this.  On the application

21   when you submit a renewal, correct?

22                  MR. GARZA:  Right.

23                 SERGEANT DELEON:  We ask on the

24   application -- on the renewal application -- for your

25   employees that you've listed and we run those employees
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 1   when we get your application for renewal, right?

 2                 MR. GARZA:  Yeah.

 3                 SERGEANT DELEON:  So why would a bond

 4   runner be any different, in regards to take that time to

 5   run them to make sure they still fit 1704 and they are

 6   able to -- or they're qualified to be representing the

 7   bonding company.

 8                 MR. GARZA:  As a matter of business and to

 9   be -- with good faith to the public, I can actually

10   see where -- I see where you're coming from.  I, you

11   know --

12                  'Cause I'm sure my employees is not going

13   to tell me, you know, if they went and did something and

14   there's still flying under the radar 'cause their card

15   never gets checked.

16                 SERGEANT DELEON:  Right.

17                 MR. GARZA:  So that's why I was just -- I

18   was just making sure that --

19                 SERGEANT DELEON:  Okay.

20                 MR. GARZA:  Absolutely.

21                 SERGEANT DELEON:  No.  We're good.

22                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  And I can understand

23   it also, truly.  I'm just thinking of the logistics

24   involved in doing it, but if that's what everybody wants

25   to do, then so be it.
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 1                  All right.  Does anyone else have

 2   anything else to say on page 9?

 3                 MR. MCKINNEY:  You mean page 8?

 4                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  No.  We were just on

 5   page 9.  You have something on page 8?

 6                 MR. MCKINNEY:  No.  I think you were

 7   talking about Rule --

 8                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  We were talking about

 9   F on page 9.

10                 MR. MCKINNEY:  It's on page 8.

11                 MR. BUTERA:  Yeah.  Just for reference,

12   we're looking at the redline version of the rules.  It

13   ends on page 9 --

14                 MR. OSBORNE:  Page 9?

15                 MR. BUTERA:  -- from my copy.

16                 MR. MCKINNEY:  Okay.  I -- hold on.

17                  I'm looking at a redline version, too,

18   and it's got no page 8.  Maybe I'm looking at the

19   redline version.

20                  Okay.  I don't know what I'm looking

21   then.

22                 MR. OSBORNE:  Expiration with renewal of ID

23   cards.

24                 SERGEANT DELEON:  I'm with Troy.

25                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Does anyone else have
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 1   any other comments on page 9?

 2                 HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  I'll say -- Judge

 3   Rodriguez.  I say if there's not a burning desire to

 4   change the rule to make further requirements to limit

 5   the ID cards, then -- and also if it -- if it would

 6   create a burden that wasn't there before, an

 7   unreasonable burden, then we may want to revisit that

 8   and not choose to change it.

 9                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  I think as Mr. Butera

10   pointed out, we're not in the final load on any of these

11   things and everything can be changed, discussed again.

12                  So you know, perhaps somebody will come

13   up with some ideas or some -- some different thinking on

14   it and we can address it at that time.

15                  So any other discussion on page 9?

16                  That brings us to the end of the agenda.

17   Going --

18                 MR. BUTERA:  Hey, Tommy.  May I very

19   briefly?  This is Michael Butera.  I just --

20                  Leslie Rubio, I just wanted to mention

21   Dylan Osborne had left the meeting and he messaged me

22   saying he was trying to get back in but he needs to be

23   admitted.  I know we're about to end, but I wanted to

24   let you know 'cause his was trying to get back in to the

25   meeting.  That was it.  I apologize for interrupting.
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 1                 SERGEANT DELEON:  Yes.  We were --

 2                 MR. OSBORNE:  I got in, Mike, but thank

 3   you.

 4                 FEMALE:  (Inaudible.)  We don't have

 5   anybody in the waiting room.

 6                 MR. BUTERA:  Oh, Dylan just said he got in.

 7   Thank you, guys --

 8                 MR. OSBORNE:  I got in.  Thank you.

 9                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  So we're at the end

10   of the agenda.

11                  Does anyone have anything else?

12                 MR. RAMSEY:  Yeah.  I -- Glenn, if I --

13   Tommy Ramsey.

14                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Yes, sir.

15                 MR. RAMSEY:  I just wanted to --

16                  There was a highlighted portion on page 9

17   regarding the fees.  And I think at the last meeting

18   y'all had asked -- asked me to look into that.  And --

19   and I'll just tell you that I'm --

20                  The short answer is I don't find

21   "expressive" in the Occupations Code for that C.  And

22   you know, as a general rule, and the AG opinions, I

23   believe, that had cited some reflectives, that if there

24   isn't an expressed authority to be -- then essentially,

25   it's -- it's kind of out of bounds to the Board.
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 1                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  So we can't turn --

 2                 MR. RAMSEY:  The (Inaudible.) has

 3   authority.

 4                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  We could not charge a

 5   fee.

 6                 MR. RAMSEY:  Correct.

 7                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Okay.

 8                 MR. RAMSEY:  Correct.

 9                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  All right.

10                 MR. MCKINNEY:  Let me --

11                  Let me ask in that context then.  How is

12   it that the county is able to charge a fee for the

13   billing access cards if there's no statutes expressly

14   giving them the authority to do it?

15                 MR. RAMSEY:  What is the status -- access

16   card?

17                 MR. MCKINNEY:  Yeah.  The frequent

18   visitor -- frequent courthouse visitor card.

19                  How are they able to charge that fee if

20   there's no expressed statutory authority to do it?

21                 MR. RAMSEY:  I'd have to look into that

22   specific --

23                 MR. BUTERA:  Maybe, Troy, because there's

24   an enabling statute here for the Bail Bond Board and the

25   Occupations Code, it enumerates just the application
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 1   fee.  And then there are two AG's opinion on point to

 2   say additional fees charged by Bail Bond Boards are

 3   invalid.  It's a great question but it may not be lining

 4   up exactly the same.

 5                 MR. MCKINNEY:  I understand your point.

 6                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  And any other

 7   discussion?

 8                  Chair entertain a motion to adjourn.

 9                 HONORABLE RODRIGUEZ:  I move to adjourn,

10   Judge Rodriguez.

11                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Second?  Who

12   seconded?

13                 MR. MCKINNEY:  Second, McKinney.

14                 CHAIRMAN STRICKLAND:  Thank you very much.

15                  We are adjourned.  See you in the

16   November meeting.  Thank you very much.  Be safe.
